April 3, 2012

The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on April 3, 2012 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor John F. Long, Jr., Vice-Mayor Timothy S. Proctor, and Council Members Keith A. Clark, George T. Dowrey III, Richard E. Fulk, Douglas W. Harpine, and Fred M. Olson III.  The following staff members were present:  Town Manager Kyle D. O’Brien, Clerk/Treasurer Marla W. Kline, Town Attorney Donald E. Showalter, and Police Chief Jay P. Lantz. Mayor John F. Long, Jr. called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a salute to the U. S. Flag and invocation.

Planning Commission Report:
Council representative Keith A. Clark stated that the Planning Commission did not meet during March and will not be meeting in April.

Old Business:
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien reported on the following items of Old Business:

· WWTF:  Work is scheduled for the baffle repair the first week of June.  In discussions with the Town’s engineering firm, they have agreed to offer a settlement for the work, although the amount is unknown at this time.  It is awaiting final review, and is anticipated to be sent to the Town next week.
· Joint Water Study:  A final draft of the feasibility study for regionalization of the water distribution systems for Broadway, Timberville, and New Market has been provided to each member.  Much more detailed information is forthcoming and a meeting between the three Towns to continue discussions will be scheduled in the near future.
· Project Financing:  A special meeting will need to be scheduled this month for a public hearing on the financing for the library, police department, and rock lot projects.
· Rock Lot:  Currently awaiting the final engineered drawings for the retaining wall, and will then be ready to proceed.  Closing on the lot will take place within the next week or two.

Council representative Fred M. Olson III advised that the Kids Fishing Day will be held on May 12th. He further advised that the next board meeting will be held 4/23/12.
A tentative date of April 18, 2012 at 6:00 p.m. was set for the various committees needing to meet during the upcoming month.

New Business:
Sale of Irrigation Rigs: 

Mr. O’Brien advised that each member has received a copy of correspondence from Wastewater Superintendent John Coffman regarding the sale of irrigation rigs located on fields G and H at the wastewater treatment facility.  He stated that these rigs have been a liability to the Town and it is being recommended to proceed with their sale to the farmer (Eric Bender) who leases these fields.  He further stated that Mr. Bender is agreeing to purchase the rigs for $40,000.  He concluded by stating that the only drawback is that Town has an agreement in place with the Raineys’, the owners of the property, stating  that the Town will keep the irrigation rigs in place for an extended period of time.  This will need to be incorporated into the sale; however, all parties are in concurrence.  After brief discussion, Council concurred with the recommendation and instructed the Town Attorney to proceed with drawing up an agreement for the sale of the irrigation rigs.
Reimbursement Resolution:
Mr. O’Brien advised that in awaiting financing for the library, police department, and rock lot properties, a resolution has been prepared which would enable the Town to receive reimbursement of funds that may be expended prior to the bond being issued.  Town Attorney Showalter explained that this is required under Treasury Regulations.  Timothy S. Proctor moved, seconded by Richard E. Fulk, to adopt the Reimbursement Resolution, a copy of which is included in the minutes as Attachment C.  The motion was approved with the following recorded roll call vote:
