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BROADWAY TOWN COUNCIL


August 7, 2012

The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on August 7, 2012 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor John F. Long, Jr., Vice-Mayor Timothy S. Proctor, and Council Members, Keith A. Clark, Richard E. Fulk, George T. Dowrey III, Douglas W. Harpine, and Fred M. Olson III.  The following staff members were present: Town Manager Kyle D. O’Brien, Clerk/Treasurer Marla W. Kline, Assistant Town Attorney Matt Light, and Police Chief Jay P. Lantz.  Also in attendance were Florence Barrett, Bonnie Caplinger, and Harvey Runion.
Mayor John F. Long, Jr. called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a salute to the U. S. Flag and invocation.
Approval of Minutes and Bills:

Planning Commission Report:
No report. 

Old Business:
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien reported on the following items of Old Business:

· WWTF:  The curtain work is completed.  Everything went well and the plant is on its way back to normal operations.
· Farmer’s Market/Veteran’s Memorial:  Work on the wall has been stalled a bit while the contractor was working on other jobs, but should be completed shortly.  The next step will be to look at paint samples to determine the color of the wall.  Also, pricing is being obtained for the proposed veteran’s memorial to be placed on the wall.
· Library:  It appears that the library will begin renovations to the old Ace Hardware building in September.
· Springbrook Road Bridge:  Work is continuing.
· Bush Drive Property:  The Town continues to have a lien on this property for demolishing the house, as well as for mowing expenses incurred in maintaining the property.   Assistant Town Attorney Matt Light has done some research on this matter and will be explaining the foreclosure process.
Mr. Light reminded the Council that in 2000, this property was declared a public nuisance and the partially constructed house was demolished.  He advised that the Town has incurred a great deal of expense as a result and has placed a lien on the property.  He then familiarized the Council with the foreclosure process should the Council wish to pursue it.  The Council then discussed the matter at length.  Various members supported beginning the foreclosure process, while Councilman George Dowrey strongly felt that the owner of the property should be contacted and given an opportunity to sell the property on his own and reimburse the Town prior to the Town foreclosing on the property.  After additional discussion, the Council instructed Mr. Light to draft a letter to the owner of the property advising him of the Town’s intention to begin the foreclosure process unless settlement is made. 
Committee Reports:

Parks & Recreation Committee:
Chairman Doug Harpine reported that the Town recently worked with the Rockingham County Sheriff’s Department which allowed a work release group to come and clean graffiti at the Heritage Park.  He thanked the police for their cooperation in this project.  He also complimented the pool staff on the pleasant atmosphere offered at the pool.
Finance Committee:

Personnel/Police Committee:
No report.  A copy of an activities report for the police department for the month of July is included in the minutes as Attachment A. 
Streets & Properties Committee:

Utilities Committee:
Chairman George Dowrey stated that the committee met jointly with the Properties Committee on July 16th and agreed that it would not make sense to continue pursuing the joint water feasibility study at this time and will be recommending undertaking a ground water study, possibly to be included in the 2013-2014 budget.  A copy of the water production report for the month of July is included in the minutes as Attachment B.
CSPDC:

BHP:
Council representative Fred Olson stated that the Board has not met, but the group is making plans for the Autumn Day Craft Show which will be held on September 8, 2012.

New Business:
Mr. O’Brien advised that as a result of the Town’s population reaching over 3500, Council members are not allowed to serve on the Board of the Town’s Industrial Development Authority (IDA).  He further advised that as a result of this, the Council will need to appoint three new members, as well as to reappoint any existing members whose terms have expired, which include John Crist, Sue Olson, and Randy Whitmore.  Board member Leslie Fulk’s term is still active.  He asked members to submit names to him prior to the next Council meeting and he will make contact to see if they will serve.  
Mr. O’Brien also advised that Planning Commission Member Kim Branner’s term has expired, and since this is her second term, she is not eligible for reappointment.  The Council agreed, that as done in the past, to advertise in the North Fork Journal inviting interest in the position.
