December 4, 2012

The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on December 4, 2012 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor John F. Long, Jr., Vice-Mayor Timothy S. Proctor, and Council Members Keith A. Clark, George T. Dowrey III, Richard E. Fulk, Douglas W. Harpine, and Fred M. Olson III.  The following staff members were present: Town Manager Kyle D. O’Brien, Clerk/Treasurer Marla W. Kline, Town Attorney Donald Showalter, Police Chief Jay Lantz, and Sergeant Randy Collins.  Also in attendance were Paul Comes, Bruce Harvey, Gene Nesselrodt, and Timothy Schmoyer. 
Mayor John F. Long, Jr. called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a salute to the U. S. Flag and invocation.
Approval of Minutes and Bills:

Audit Presentation:
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien introduced Bruce Harvey, a senior accountant with Young, Nicholas, Branner & Phillips, LLP, who is the lead auditor for the Town’s financial records audit.  Mr. Harvey stated that a copy of the Town’s Financial and Compliance Report for the fiscal year ending 6/30/12 has been provided to each member, as well as a letter summarizing the audit firm’s findings.  He noted that there have been a number of changes in compliance requirements and reporting over the last several years and all are being addressed accordingly.  He then provided a summary of the Town’s financial funds, including revenues and expenses, as well as assets and liabilities for fiscal year 2012.  He concluded by stating that he thoroughly enjoys working with the Town staff each year on the audit and offered to answer questions any member may have.  Mayor Long thanked Mr. Harvey for the informative presentation.  
Public Hearing-Franchise Agreement, Comcast:
Mayor Long stated that each member has been provided a copy of a proposed Franchise Agreement with Comcast that is renewable every fifteen years.  He explained that this process is regulated through the Commonwealth, and all localities that have cable systems in their respective localities are the Franchising Authority.  He then opened the public hearing and invited comments in support of or in opposition to the proposed cable franchise agreement.  Having confirmed that there was no one in attendance wishing to speak in support of or in opposition to the proposed franchise agreement; Mayor Long closed the public hearing and invited Council action.  
Council members, as well as legal counsel, acknowledged that the franchise agreement is mostly boiler plate material that spells out both parties responsibilities; and the Town has limited input of the matter included in the document. 

Councilman Doug Harpine, as well as other members, commented that basically they have received prompt and courteous service from technicians; however, he has heard numerous negative comments and complaints concerning the rudeness of the customer service center in Harrisonburg.

Paul Comes, Director, Government Affairs, Beltway Region with Comcast Cable, assured members that the company aims to provide excellent customer service and commented that he had reviewed the number of technical calls received from Town residents, and the Town is average among most communities in the area.  He stated that it is a pleasure working with Mr. O’Brien and advised him, as well as Council members, to contact him directly with problems or any unresolved issues.
Fred M. Olson III moved, seconded by Timothy S. Proctor, to adopt An Ordinance and Resolution to Enact and Extend a Cable Television Franchise for the Town of Broadway, Virginia.  The motion was approved with the following recorded roll call vote:

Town Manager Kyle O’Brien reported on the following items of Old Business:

· Learning Trail at Heritage Park:  This project has been delayed slightly and is anticipated to be complete in early January. 
· Library:  Construction on the new library is essentially finished.  A walk through was held last week, and it looks very nice.  The library is awaiting the arrival of the shelving, and a January 2013 move in is planned.  If anyone would like a tour prior to its opening, it can be arranged.
· Farmer’s Market/Veteran’s Memorial:  The dedication ceremony was held and was a very successful event.  The Town has received numerous positive comments concerning the Farmer’s Market/Veteran’s Memorial project.

Parks & Recreation Committee:
Chairman Doug Harpine advised that he would like for committee members or any other interested Council members to meet at 3:00 p.m. on December 15th to do a walk through at the community park to determine if everyone is in concurrence with improvements he feels need to be made.

CSPDC:

Council representative George Dowrey reported that the Central Shenandoah Planning District Commission Board met and information on the group’s projects and achievements can be found on the CSPDC website.
BHP:
Council representative Fred Olson reported that the group met and is looking for new members to serve on the Board.  He stated that it was decided not to have the annual dinner in January, but to concentrate heavily on a wine and beer festival to be held in April.   
New Business:
Personnel related issues:
Mr. O’Brien stated that the Personnel Committee is recommending the follow actions:
1. Re-title the Maintenance Department to Public Works.  Although maintenance will still be a very important function of this department, this department has evolved over the years to become much more than that, especially with assuming responsibility over the streets this year. 

2. Promote Chad Dellinger to Director of Public Works.  His duties and responsibilities will not change, but again, the title is more indicative of the work that he performs on a daily basis.  At the same time, provide Chad an immediate 4% increase in pay.  He has not received a raise since taking over the position and is the lowest paid Department Head.  He has raised the performance level of this department significantly since his arrival.

3. Provide a one-time bonus of $1,000 to all full-time and regular part-time employees and a one-time bonus of $250 to part-time employees.
Timothy S. Proctor moved, seconded by George T. Dowrey III, to approve the recommendations as presented and outlined above effective immediately.  The motion was approved with the following recorded vote:
