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BROADWAY TOWN COUNCIL


February 7, 2012

The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on February 7, 2012 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor John F. Mayor John F. Long, Jr. called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a salute to the U. S. Flag and invocation.

Planning Commission Report:
Council representative Keith A. Clark reported that the Planning Commission met on January 9, 2012 and further discussed the special use permit request for Faith Lutheran Church of the Valley.  He advised that the Commission took into consideration comments received at the January joint public hearing and received assurance from church members that all concerns will be addressed.  He further advised that both parties concurred that the cemetery may not even be feasible.  After a brief discussion, the Planning Commission voted to table the cemetery request at this time, and to recommend approval of the Special Use Permit for construction of the church facility.
Public Comment:

Sandra Bowman, a resident of Timberville, stated that she recently began volunteering at the library and has since realized how busy the library is and how it is outgrowing its existing facility.  She expressed support of relocating the library to the vacant Ace Hardware building on Main Street and encouraged the Council to support the project.
Mayor Long thanked Ms. Bowman for volunteering and supporting the library.  He assured her that the Council supports the library’s expansion and is continuing to work with the library and Rockingham County to reach an agreement that would be advantageous to all parties.
Roy Billhimer, speaking on behalf of the Broadway Bruins, stated that he recently worked with the Broadway High School Booster Club on a project to build a deck to allow access for more senior citizens/handicapped citizens to attend baseball games.  He stated that the deck, located at the high school, is now complete and has capacity for 50-60 seats.  He further stated that each seat will cost approximately $200.  He explained that since the Broadway Bruins also play at this field, they are asking that the Council consider providing monetary support for this project.  He then presented the Council with a letter of support from Pleasant View Homes as completion of this project will allow its residents a better opportunity to attend games.
Mayor Long thanked Mr. Billhimer for everything he does with the Bruins organization, as well as other areas throughout the community, and advised that the Council will take this request into consideration.

Special Use Permit, Faith Lutheran Church of the Valley:

Mayor Long stated that as reported earlier, the Planning Commission has reconsidered this request and is recommending approval of the special use permit.  He asked if the Council has any additional questions or concerns and invited Council discussion.  Fred M. Olson III moved, seconded by Douglas W. Harpine, to approve the Special Use Permit for Faith Lutheran Church of the Valley with the following conditions:

· Some type of vegetative screening be installed for any common property lines that adjoin residential properties; and

· Installation of appropriate lighting that will not be detrimental to the adjoining residential neighborhood.

Old Business:
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien reported on the following items of Old Business:

· WWTF:  No resolution yet on this issue.  The possibility of reopening the grant to see if additional funding can be obtained is being explored.
· Farm Land Lease:  Re-wording of the farm land lease of the 100 acres that Town owns at the WWTF is being presented for the Council’s consideration.  In lieu of a set price each year, the farmer and the Town would split the profits evenly at the end of the growing season. This would seem more sensible given the ever changing price of corn.  If the Council agrees to this, a new ordinance would be re-drafted and a public hearing would need to be held.
The Council then discussed the farm lease, as it currently exists, and concurred that the farmer who has been leasing the property, Wayne Wenger, has done an excellent job maintaining the property.  They expressed their satisfaction with the current lease terms.  Richard E. Fulk moved to extend the lease for another year with the understanding that the lease will be placed out for bid next year.  Various Council members again noted that considering Mr. Wenger has made a number of improvements to the property and has shown much loyalty to the Town, they would like to continue to work with him. Richard E. Fulk withdrew his previous motion and moved to renew the lease with Wayne Wenger and to negotiate the price for another year.  The motion was seconded by George T.
