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BROADWAY TOWN COUNCIL


January 3, 2012

The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on January 3, 2012 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor John F. Long, Jr., Vice-Mayor Timothy S. Proctor, and Council Members Keith A. Clark, Richard E. Fulk, Douglas W. Harpine, and Fred M. Olson III.  Councilman George T. Dowrey III arrived late.  The following staff members were present:  Town Manager Kyle D. O’Brien, Clerk/Treasurer Marla W. Kline, Attorney Marshall Yoder, Police Chief Jay P. Lantz, and Sergeant Randy Collins.  Also in attendance were Florence Barrett, Bonnie Caplinger, April Carnevale, Chaz Evans-Haywood, Patsy Fulk, Gail Gutschmidt, Bryan Martin, Susan Olson, and Harvey Runion.
Prior to the call to order of the meeting, John F. Long, Jr., who was re-elected as Mayor in the November election, and Richard E. Fulk, Douglas W. Harpine, and Fred M. Olson III  who were elected/ re-elected in the November election, were administered their oaths of office by Rockingham County Clerk of Court Chaz Evans-Haywood.
Mayor John F. Long, Jr. called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a salute to the U. S. Flag and invocation.
Approval of Minutes and Bills:

Public Comment:
Bonnie Caplinger, a resident of Heritage Hills Subdivision, questioned why local, state, and federal government bills have to be so lengthy and difficult to read.  Town Manager Kyle O’Brien advised that local government procedures are mandated by the State of Virginia.  Attorney Marshall Yoder explained that there is reasoning behind this; and although it can be very frustrating, all issues need to be covered as clearly as possible or their clarity may be decided by the courts if questioned or contested.
Old Business:
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien reported on the following items of Old Business:

· Trimble Heights Age Restriction Request:  The Planning Commission reviewed this request again at its November meeting and recommended approval (4-1 vote) to maintain 20% age restricted, but within the 20% age restricted, lift the restriction on children living there permanently.  At the December Council meeting, the Council voted to table the request because the developer was not in attendance to answer questions.  
Mayor Long asked if members had any questions they wished to address to the developer.  After confirming no one had any questions, he invited Council action.  Timothy S. Proctor moved, seconded by Richard E. Fulk, to approve the request of Trimble Heights to maintain a 20% age restriction with no restriction on children living there permanently.
