March 6, 2012

The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on March 6, 2012 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor John F. Mayor John F. Long, Jr. called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a salute to the U. S. Flag and invocation.
Approval of Minutes and Bills:

Planning Commission Report:
Council representative Keith A. Clark stated that the Planning Commission did not meet during February and will probably not meet in March. 

Public Comment:

April Carnevale inquired as to the status of the farm land lease.  Mr. O’Brien advised that at the last meeting it was decided to extend the current lease and to re-negotiate with the farmer who is currently leasing the property.
Bonnie Caplinger asked about the status of the proposed farmer’s market location.  Mayor Long advised that the Town has been in negotiations to purchase the “rock lot” property for this purpose.  Mrs. Caplinger asked if a pavilion would be built on the property, to which Mayor Long responded that it is in the ultimate proposed plan; however, it will not be right away due to costs associated with the lot improvement itself.  Mrs. Caplinger suggested that the Town may wish to consider working with area contractors to utilize building materials, such as block, etc. they have left over from building projects.
Police Chief Jay Lantz introduced Larry Good, who was recently promoted from a part-time officer to full time to replace Chad Good, who resigned from his police officer position in February.  Officer Good (Larry) has 14 years experience with the Rockingham County Sheriff’s Office and most recently held the position of Resource Officer at Broadway High School.
Old Business:
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien reported on the following items of Old Business:

· WWTF:  No resolution yet on this issue.  The possibility of reopening the grant to see if additional funding can be obtained for the proposed solution is continuing to be pursued; however, it’s appearing less likely that it will be possible to do so.  Will need to move forward on the repairs very soon.
· Farm Land Lease:  All members have received a copy of the revised version of the farm land lease that was discussed at the February meeting.  The changes include the date of the term, deleting the sentence that both parties agree to negotiate at the end of the term, and includes the flat rate of $175 per acre, which the farmer has agreed upon.
Fred M. Olson III moved, seconded by Timothy S. Proctor, to adopt the Farm Land Lease Agreement, a copy of which is included in the minutes as Attachment A.  The motion was approved with the following recorded vote:
