May 1, 2012

The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on May 1, 2012 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor John F. Long, Jr., and Council Members George T. Dowrey III, Richard E. Fulk, and Douglas W. Harpine.  Vice-Mayor Timothy S. Proctor arrived late.  Council Members Keith A. Clark and Fred M. Olson III were absent.  The following staff members were present:  Town Manager Kyle D. O’Brien, Clerk/Treasurer Marla W. Kline, Town Attorney Donald E. Showalter, and Police Chief Jay P. Lantz. Planning Commission Report:
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien stated that the Planning Commission did not meet during April and will most likely not be meeting in May. 

Public Comment:

There was no public comment.
Old Business:
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien reported on the following items of Old Business:

· WWTF:  A resolution appears to be on the horizon and work is anticipated to begin in early June.
· Springbrook Road Bridge:  It appears that Plecker Construction will be awarded the contract on this project in the very near future.  Construction is slated to begin within the next month or so with completion in early 2013.
· Joint Water Study:  The Town of Timberville has dropped out of the feasibility study for consideration of a regionalized water distribution system.   The Town of Broadway is continuing to work with the Town of New Market on this study.
· Rock Lot:  Construction at this location is scheduled to begin this week.
· Public Hearings:  A special Council meeting will be held on May 21, 2012 at 7:00 p.m. for the purpose of conducting public hearings related to a Fiscal Year 2013 Budget and Amendments to FY 2011-2012 Adopted Budget, as well as Issuance of Bonds for the financing of the library, rock lot, and police department.
· Sale of Irrigation Rigs:  The Town Attorney is in the process of drawing up a sale agreement.  
Committee Reports:

Parks & Recreation Committee:
Mr. O’Brien reported that benches at the park have been painted with a graffiti deterrent paint which should help with vandalism.  Also, work is underway to assure that the pool will be ready for opening Memorial Day weekend.
Finance Committee:
Mr. O’Brien reported that the committee met and reviewed a tentative budget for fiscal year 2013.  He stated that he will contact Committee Chairman Keith Clark to determine if the committee needs to meet for further discussion prior to the special Council meeting.
Personnel/Police Committee:
No report.  A copy of an activities report for the police department for the month of April is included in the minutes as Attachment A. 
Streets & Properties Committee:
No report.
Utilities Committee:
Chairman George Dowrey reported that the committee met and discussed the recent baffle problems at the wastewater treatment facility.  The committee discussed this issue and determined that there were only two possible solutions at this point, the first being to initiate legal action against the contractors, which carries risk and significant cost, or secondly, to reach a settlement agreement and proceed with the work.  After lengthy discussion, the committee concurred that the second option is the most appropriate with the only stipulation being that the warranty would begin anew on the improvements as of the date of completion of construction.  A copy of the water production report for the month of April is included in the minutes as Attachment B.
CSPDC:

Council representative George Dowrey reported that the group met and, most likely, will be assisting with the regionalized water study in the near future.
