November 6, 2012

The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on November 6, 2012 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor John F. Long, Jr., Vice-Mayor Timothy S. Proctor, and Council Members Keith A. Clark, George T. Dowrey III, Richard E. Fulk, and Douglas W. Harpine.  Councilman Fred M. Olson III was absent. Planning Commission Report:
No report. 

Old Business:
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien reported on the following items of Old Business:

· Farmer’s Market/Veteran’s Memorial:  The wall has been stained and sealed.  The installation of the flag pole, Town seal, landscaping and lighting will be installed prior to the dedication which will be held on Monday, November 12, 2012 at 11:00 a.m.
· Stream Bank Restoration:  The stream bank restoration project that was funded by Cargill has been completed at Heritage Park.  Cargill anticipates having additional funds next year to continue throughout the park.
· Learning Trail at Heritage Park:  The United Way has already met their goal for fundraising for this project, and is moving forward with ordering the materials to complete this project.  It is anticipated that it will be completed prior to Christmas, weather dependent. 
Committee Reports:

Parks & Recreation Committee:
Chairman Doug Harpine stated that he had visited the community park and completed a general assessment of improvements he feels are needed at the park.  He then provided everyone with a list he had compiled and asked committee members to review and consider.  He further stated that he would like to coordinate with area civic groups to provide manpower when addressing some of the needs.  Mayor Long thanked Mr. Harpine for his efforts and also encouraged the committee to meet with representatives of the little league, since they are responsible for upkeep of the ballfields.

Finance Committee:
Mr. O’Brien advised that the Town’s auditor will be in attendance at the December Council meeting to present a report on the Town’s audit for fiscal year 2012.
Personnel/Police Committee:

CSPDC:

Conservation Grant:
Mr. O’Brien stated that he had just received an email announcing that a new round of conservation grants will becoming available next year.  He further stated that the Council may wish to consider applying for funding to extend the Heritage Park project on the south side of Turner Avenue.  He noted the program typically looks favorable upon continuation of projects and the application deadline will be in January.
Public Comment:
April and Ralph Carnevale expressed concern about a lot in Heritage Hills near their property that is not being maintained.  Chief Lantz advised that a notice has been sent to the property owner and requiring compliance can sometimes be a lengthy procedure.  He further advised that Town staff will continue to work to get the issue resolved.
