New Business:
Vice-Chairman Buskirk stated that the Town has received a rezoning request from Habitat for Humanity for property located on Lee Street.  Town Manager Kyle O’Brien explained that technically this property was rezoned in 2006 from R-1 to R-3.  However, the Council approved the rezoning request with a stipulation that it had to be developed in accordance with a plan submitted with the rezoning request that included construction of a single-family dwelling to east of the existing house and a duplex to the south of the existing house.  He stated that now this request is asking that the stipulation be removed to allow for construction of a duplex on this lot.  He reminded members that this property is bounded by R-2 across Lee Street, R-3 to the west of the property, R-2 to the east of the property, and R-1 immediately south of the property.  He advised that the applicant is requesting R-3 zoning instead of R-2 since the frontage and lot line requirements are less stringent. After briefly reviewing the request, the Commission concurred to schedule a joint public hearing of the Council and Planning Commission as a part of the January Council meeting to consider the request.
