The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on September 4, 2012 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor John F. CSPDC:

Council representative George Dowrey reported that the Board met during August.  He stated that the CSPDC is now providing on-call engineering consultants and four firms have agreed to participate thus far.  He also noted that long-term CSPDC employee Russ Potts, who has assisted the Town with previous projects, is retiring after 40 years with the Commission.

Council representative Fred Olson stated that the Autumn Day Craft Show will be held this Saturday on September 8, 2012 and volunteers are needed to help with set up on Friday evening and early Saturday morning.

New Business:
IDA Vacancies:
Mr. O’Brien stated that as reported during the August meeting, three new members need to be appointed and one existing member needs to be reappointed to the Town’s Industrial Development Authority (IDA).  He further stated that from the suggestions that were provided from the Council, the proposed candidates were contacted and the following three have agreed to serve:  Nelson Showalter, Terry Stoehr, and Larry Barb.  Additionally, he stated Leslie Fulk has agreed to continue serving on the IDA Board.  He advised that a resolution has been prepared and needs to be approved if all members agree with the choices.  Timothy S. Proctor moved, seconded by George T. Dowrey III, to approve a Resolution Regarding Appointments to Industrial Development Authority, a copy of which is included in the minutes as Attachment C. Coyote Run Bond:
Mr. O’Brien stated that each member has received a copy of a proposed settlement from the bonding agency for the first phase of Coyote Run Subdivision.  He further stated that this will cover the work that needs to be completed including sidewalk, ramps, and top coat of asphalt.  He advised that after accepting the settlement, the Town will be able to move forward with the improvements.  Richard E. Fulk moved, second by Fred M. Olson III, to accept the settlement in the amount of $65,030.00 from Lexon Insurance Company.  The motion was approved with the following recorded vote:

Personal Property Tax Relief:
Mr. O’Brien stated that annually, the Town needs to establish its personal property tax relief percentage, which is the portion of tax that residents do not have to pay.  He reminded members that the General Assembly froze the amount of relief funds that it gives to each locality based on 2004 rates.  He advised that since that time, the Town receives $33,810 from the state annually.  He further advised that the relief amount currently provided is 59%, which amounts to $52,431.68.  This results in a difference of $18,631.68 which are funds that the Town should, but does not, receive.  He explained that the gap continues to grow each year as new residents and new cars are added, but the amount received from the state does not change.  He further explained that over the years, the Town has lowered the reimbursement amount in order to not allow the gap to widen.  He concluded by stating that the County is lowering its reimbursement rate to 54% and that is what is being recommended for the Town as well.  After brief discussion, the Council agreed that the Finance Committee will discuss the matter further after the special Council meeting September 5, 2012.
