September 5, 2012

The Broadway Town Council met in special session on September 5, 2012 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor John F. Long, Jr., Vice-Mayor Timothy S. Proctor, and Council Members Keith A. Clark, Richard E. Fulk, and George T. Dowrey III.  Council members Douglas W. Harpine, and Fred M. Olson III were absent. The following staff members were present: Town Manager Kyle D. O’Brien and Clerk/Treasurer Marla W. Kline.  Also in attendance was Karl Magenhofer.
Mayor John F. Long, Jr. called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.
Public Hearing – Library Lease:

Mayor Long stated that each member has received a copy of the proposed library lease for consideration.  He then opened the public hearing and invited comments in support of or in opposition to the proposed lease.  Having confirmed that there was no one in attendance wishing to speak in support of or in opposition to the proposed lease, Mayor Long closed the public hearing and invited Council action.  Councilman Richard Fulk questioned a section of the lease naming the tenant as an additional insured.  Assistant Town Attorney Matthew Light, via telephone, explained that this is standard language in a long-term lease, and the attorneys have carefully reviewed and are satisfied with the conditions of the lease.  Keith A. Clark moved, seconded by Richard E. Fulk, to approve the Lease Agreement, a copy of which is included in the minutes as Attachment A. Additional Discussion – Personal Property Tax Relief:

Town Manager Kyle O’Brien stated that based on discussion from last night’s Council meeting, he had provided a simple example of how the various relief rates would affect taxes on a $20,000 valued vehicle.  He further stated that in order for this to be revenue neutral, the rate would need to be 35%, but that is probably not feasible, as it would create too much of a tax burden.  Council members reviewed the information and concurred that in order to be consistent, perhaps the best choice would be to use whatever percentage the County is adopting; however, did not want to take action without the full Council present. In conclusion, the Council agreed that the Finance Committee further consider this matter and provide a recommendation at the October Council meeting.
