The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on April 2, 2013 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor John F. Industrial Development Authority Resolution:
Mayor Long stated that the Broadway Industrial Development Authority (IDA) met prior to the Council meeting.  He then introduced Jim Weaver, CFO for Bridgewater Home, who provided a brief presentation familiarizing the Council with the Bridgewater Home project, which will include the construction of two three-story additions, as well as total renovation of the entire facility.  Mr. Weaver thanked the Council for the IDA’s issuance of the $10 million in bonds, which will assist in the completion of this project.  Town Attorney Donald Showalter reminded the Council that approval of the resolution and issuance of the bond does not place any financial obligation of the Town or IDA in any way and the debt obligation rests solely on Bridgewater Home.  He concluded by requesting Council ratification of action taken by the IDA for the issuance of bonds to provide funding for Bridgewater Home.  Richard E. Fulk moved, seconded by George T. Dowrey III, to adopt a resolution approving the issuance of a bank-qualified revenue bond, by the Industrial Development Authority of the Town of Broadway, in the amount of $10,000,000 for the benefit of Bridgewater Home, Inc., a copy of which is included in the minutes as Attachment A.
