August 6, 2013

The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on August 6, 2013 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor John F. Long Jr., Vice-Mayor Timothy S. Proctor and Council Members George T. Dowrey III, Leslie E. Fulk, Richard E. Fulk, Douglas W. Harpine, and Fred M. Olson III.  The following staff members were present: Town Manager Kyle D. O’Brien, Clerk/Treasurer Marla W. Kline, Town Attorney Donald Showalter, and Police Chief Jay Lantz.  Also in attendance were Larry Brown, Bonnie Caplinger, Gail Gutschmidt, Bev London, Ed Roach, Harvey Runion, Darlene Sites, John Sites, Jane Villiard, and Dusty Whetzel.
Mayor John F. Long Jr. called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a salute to the U. S. Flag and invocation.
Approval of Minutes and Bills:

Planning Commission Report:
No report.
Old Business:
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien reported on the following items of Old Business:

· W. Springbrook Rd. Sidewalk:  This project will commence within the next couple of weeks once Momentum Earthworks finishes up with the Main Street project.
· Police Department Relocation:  Work should be completed within the next week to 10 days.  Upon completion and move of the department, an open house will be scheduled.
· Main Street Paving:   Work is continuing on this project and is proceeding well.  Milling will begin tonight (August 6th) and is expected to take two nights, and paving is scheduled to begin on August 14th.  All of the bump out work will be completed prior to paving. 
· Community Park-Baseball Fields:   The process of hauling dirt to level up the lower baseball fields will begin in the very near future.  A meeting will need to be held with the Little League to determine their level of involvement in the project. 
Resolution – Library Grant:  
Mr. O’Brien stated that the Town assisted the library in receiving a grant to purchase equipment, mainly consisting of shelving, for the new library.  He further stated that as a part of the grant process, the funds will need to come to the Town and then in turn be passed on directly to the library. He concluded by stating that in order to complete the process, a resolution needs to be adopted by the Council.  Leslie E. Fulk moved, seconded by Fred M. Olson III, to adopt the Resolution as presented, a copy of which is included in the minutes as Attachment A.  The motion was approved with the following recorded roll call vote:

Committee Reports:

Parks & Recreation Committee:
Chairman Doug Harpine reported that as previously mentioned, the Town is ready to proceed with improvements to the ball fields, as well as revamping the shelters, at the Community Park.  He stated that upon completion of the ball field improvements, there will be three sanctioned sized little league fields, as well as one tee-ball field located at the park.  He further stated that he has met with the Public Works Director who is coordinating with several businesses who have agreed to provide dump trucks to haul dirt.  As a part of proposed park improvements, he stated that the committee is also considering paving versus applying small gravel for the walking trail. He concluded by stating that he will continue to work with little league representatives and other volunteers throughout the course of the project.
Mr. Harpine also reported that he had recently visited the Town pool with relatives and was very impressed with the supervision and mannerism of the pool staff and management.

Mr. O’Brien mentioned that the Town’s Industrial Development Authority (IDA) has nearly $80,000 in funds and the Council may wish to consider putting some of these funds back into the Town through improvement to its parks. The Council then discussed the process of requesting that the IDA release the funds back to the Town.  The Council concurred to request that the IDA convene and turn much of the money, less operating funds, back to the Town. 

Ed Roach, a representative of the Little League, was in attendance and stated that the little league organization will be meeting and determining how it feels it will be able to assist the Town with the field improvements. 

It was noted that a meeting of the Parks Committee will be scheduled at a later date.

Finance Committee:
Mr. O’Brien stated that auditors are in town this week completing the Town’s annual financial audit and it is going well.  A presentation of the auditor’s findings will be made to the Council in upcoming months.
Personnel/Police Committee:
No report.  A copy of an activities report for the police department for the month of July is included in the minutes as Attachment B.
Streets & Properties Committee:
No report; however, it was noted that a meeting of this committee is needed and will be coordinated with the other committee meetings.
Utilities Committee:
No report.  A copy of the water production report for the month of July is included in the minutes as Attachment C.  Mr. O’Brien noted that there are several minor issues that need to be addressed and can be discussed at the same time as the Parks Committee meeting. 
CSPDC:

Council representative George Dowrey stated that after having served as the Council representative to the Central Shenandoah Planning District Commission for many years, he is stepping down due to his work schedule.  He encouraged anyone interested in serving on this board to advise the Town Manager.  Mayor Long thanked Mr. Dowrey for his service on the Commission.
BHP:
Council representative Fred Olson reported that the Friday Night in the Park event was held on August 2nd in Heritage Park and was very successful with approximately 500 people in attendance.  He stated that the group netted a profit of between $2,000 and $2,500.  He further stated that the next event being planned is an Octoberfest tentatively planned for October 26, 2013.  He concluded by stating that the main issue while hosting these events is handicapped parking and the group is working to assure there is sufficient handicapped parking available.
