The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on July 2, 2013 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor John F. Planning Commission Report:
Council representative Fred Olson reported that the Commission met in June and held its annual organizational meeting.  He stated that at this meeting, the Commission unanimously appointed Dale Showalter as Chairman, Tom Buskirk as Vice-Chairman, and Marla Kline as Secretary for the upcoming year.
Old Business:
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien reported on the following items of Old Business:

· W. Springbrook Rd. Sidewalk:  The Town is in the process of acquiring easements from property owners affected by the project and the response has been very positive.  Momentum Earthworks was the low bidder and the sidewalk construction will begin later this month.
· Main Street Paving:  It appears that paving will be done in the latter part of July and the Public Works Department is coordinating to have changes to the bump outs completed at the same time.
· Police Department Relocation:  The work is just about complete on the former library building and the department will soon be moving to its new location.
· Water/Sewer/Streets Specifications Manual:  Staff has recently updated the Town’s water/sewer/street specifications manual and is asking that the Council formally adopt these specifications.  Members have been provided a copy of the manual via email and a hard copy is available in the office for review.
