Adoption – Fiscal Year 2013/2014 Budget:
Mayor Long stated that the first item of business is to consider adoption of an operating budget for fiscal year 2013/2014.  He stated that after proper public notification, a public hearing was held during the May 7, 2013 session of Council on the proposed budget for fiscal year 2014, but the budget cannot be adopted at the same meeting that the public hearing is held.  George T. Dowrey III moved, seconded by Fred M. Olson III, to adopt an operating budget for fiscal year 2013/2014 in the total amount of $4,736,400, to establish a real estate tax rate of $.07 per $100 valuation, and to appropriate funds and to authorize disbursement of same as per the categorical allocations listed in the budget for 2013/2014. Town Manager Kyle O’Brien reported on the following items of Old Business:

· W. Springbrook Rd. Sidewalk:  Sidewalk design is complete, and will be put out to bid next week.  Staff will be meeting with all property owners early next week to make sure they are aware of the project details and to answer any questions they may have.
· Trip Hazard on Sidewalks:  This work has been completed.
· Police Department Relocation:  Work is being completed on the networking and phone systems.  The only other remaining work is flooring and trim work.  The flooring is scheduled to arrive next week and will be installed by the Public Works Department.
· Meeting with Kathy Frazier:  A meeting was held with Kathy Frazier this week to revisit the recommendations on Main Street in advance of paving scheduled for completion this summer.  A meeting of the Streets Committee is needed to discuss the recommendations.  A meeting was scheduled for June 24, 2013 at 1:00 p.m.
· Ground Water Study:  A meeting was held with the firm of Emory & Garrett regarding their proposal for the groundwater study.  They are prepared to proceed with the groundwater study and would start this summer and continue throughout the first of the year.  If the Council wishes to proceed with this study, a motion will be necessary.
