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BROADWAY TOWN COUNCIL


May 7, 2013

The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on May 7, 2013 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor John F. Long Jr., Vice-Mayor Timothy S. Proctor and Council Members George T. Dowrey III, Leslie E. Fulk, Richard E. Fulk, Douglas W. Harpine, and Fred M. Olson III.  The following staff members were present: Town Manager Kyle D. O’Brien, Clerk/Treasurer Marla W. Kline, Town Attorney Donald Showalter, and Police Chief Jay Lantz.  Also in attendance were:  Gene Nesselrodt, Harvey Runion, Darlene Sites, and John Sites.
Mayor John F. Long Jr. called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a salute to the U. S. Flag and invocation.
Approval of Minutes and Bills:
Fred M. Olson III moved, seconded by Timothy S. Proctor, to adopt the minutes of the April 2, 2013 session of Council, and to authorize payment of bills in the amount of $510,534.32.  The motion was approved with the following recorded vote:

Public Hearing – Fiscal Year 2013/2014 Budget:
Mayor Long stated that as required by state law, the proposed budget for fiscal year 2013-2014 was printed in summary form and properly advertised at least seven days prior to the public hearing in the Daily News Record.  He stated that the total amount of the budget is $4,736,400.  Mayor Long opened the public hearing and asked Town Manager Kyle O’Brien to present the proposed budget.

Mr. O’Brien then provided a power point presentation and familiarized everyone with the proposed budget.  

He stated that the proposed Fiscal Year 2014 Budget totals $4,736,400 for all funds, which is an increase of $152,900 over the current year budget, primarily attributable to the increase in budgeted amounts of highway funding.  He stated that the budget is balanced and has been prepared in accordance with all applicable federal and state laws.  He explained that although this budget had its challenges, it is a vast improvement over the previous few years.  He then provided the following overview of the budget:

General Fund:
Total general fund revenues are $1,595,900, which is an increase of 9.83% over the current year.  There are no proposed changes to real estate or personal property tax rates.  Sales tax continues to gradually increase, whereas business license fees have slightly decreased.  The meals tax collection continues to be a significant source of revenue in the general fund, and collections continue to increase.  The implementation of the 10 cents per pack cigarette tax has worked well for the Town.  It doesn’t appear that the collection will quite cover the annual debt service for the library/police department/farmers market projects, but it will be close.  The proposed budget again includes a 10 cents per pack tax.
Expenditures for the general fund total $1,595,900. This budget recommends an overall average salary increase of 3%.  The actual percentage of increase for each employee will be based on the individual’s annual review.  This would be the first net increase in salary for employees in two years. The budget also continues to defer the hiring of an additional full-time police officer, but does include some additional money for more regularity in part time officers.  The Town is receiving $390,000 annually in highway funding that must be spent in each fiscal year.  This budget includes the same contributions as in years past.  The proposed budget does not include any increases in tax rates or for trash collection.  Expenditures in the General Fund also include funding for proposed capital improvements to the park.  
Water Fund:

Total water fund revenue is $522,800, a 3.36% increase over the current year.  Revenue includes a 2.9% increase in water rates.  This rate increase is needed essentially to keep up with inflation.  There are no proposed increases to connection fees and the amount collected is projected to remain at the current year’s level. 

Total expenditures of $522,800 are fairly typical, with only minor capital improvements planned.
Sewer Fund:

Total sewer fund revenues are $2,617,700, a decrease of .27% from the current year.  There is no proposed increase in user fees or connection fees.

Total expenditures of $2,617,700 reflect minor capital expenditures including some repairs to areas where the sewer pipes are in very bad condition.
He concluded by stating that the proposed budget is balanced in accordance with state statutes, and revenues are based on conservative estimates, while expenditures are based on historical data, as well as actual proposed costs.  The proposed budget continues the Town’s fiscal prudence, while continuing to provide the highest quality service that its citizens have come to expect.

Mayor Long thanked Mr. O’Brien for the presentation and invited comments in support of or in opposition to the proposed budget.

Mayor Long advised that state regulations require that the budget public hearing and adoption of a budget be held on different dates and noted that no action can be taken during this meeting.  He stated that adoption of the budget will be necessary as a part of the regular June Council meeting.  A copy of the proposed budget is included in the minutes as Attachment A.
Public Hearing – Fiscal Year 2012-2013 Budget Amendment:
Mayor Long stated that as required by state law, a budget amendment that exceeds 1% of total expenditures or $500,000, whichever is lesser, shall require a public hearing.  He further stated, however, that unlike adopting a full fiscal year budget, the amendment may be adopted at the same meeting the public hearing is held.  He explained that the purpose of these amendments is for:

· Increased highway funding and expenditures
· Grant funding for farmers market lot and expenditures thereof
· Curtain work at the Wastewater Treatment Facility that was performed last July and August
He then opened the public hearing and invited comments in support of or in opposition to the budget amendment.  Having confirmed that there was no one in attendance wishing to speak in support of or in opposition to the amendment, Mayor Long closed the public hearing and invited Council action.  Richard E. Fulk moved, seconded by Fred M. Olson III, to adopt the amendment budget amounts for fiscal year 2012/2013 as follows:

Planning Commission Report:

Town Manager Kyle O’Brien reported on the following items of Old Business:

· W. Springbrook Rd. Sidewalk:  The design for this project will be complete next week with a cost estimate.  The sidewalk is proposed to be constructed on the south side of the road, and it’s also proposed to install the roll top curb on that side as well.  Because of drainage issues, it isn’t possible to just install the sidewalk with no curb and gutter.  This matter will need to be addressed by the Streets Committee as soon as the estimate is received.
· Police Department Relocation:  The renovations for the new police department will be complete this month.  Drywall has been hung and painting is finished.  The remaining work to be completed is trim work, computer and phone installation and flooring installation.
· Kids Fishing Day:  The event was quite successful with approximately 100 kids in attendance.
· Wine/Beer Fest:  Broadway Hometown Partnership’s first annual Red, White, and Brew Fest was held at the Heritage Park and was a great success with an approximate 850-900 people in attendance and netting $7,500 in profit.
