November 5, 2013

The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on November 5, 2013 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor John F. Long Jr. and Council Members George T. Dowrey III, Leslie E. Fulk, Richard E. Fulk, Douglas W. Harpine, and Fred M. Olson III.  Vice-Mayor Timothy S. Proctor was absent.  The following staff members were present: Town Manager Kyle D. O’Brien, Clerk/Treasurer Marla W. Kline, Town Attorney Donald Showalter, Police Chief Randy Collins, and Sergeant Larry Good. Mayor John F. Long, Jr. called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a salute to the U. S. Flag and invocation.
Approval of Minutes and Bills:

Recognition of Retired Police Chief Jay P. Lantz:
Mayor Long reminded everyone that Jay Lantz retired November 1, 2013 as Police Chief and then presented him with a plaque honoring him for his years of dedicated service to the Town of Broadway.
Audit Presentation:
Mayor Long introduced Bruce Harvey, a senior accountant with Young, Nicholas, Branner & Phillips, LLP, who is the lead auditor for the Town’s financial records audit.  Mr. Harvey stated that each member has been provided with a copy of the Town’s Financial and Compliance Report for the fiscal year ending 6/30/13, as well as a letter summarizing the audit firm’s findings.  He stated that this year’s report includes a number of additions as a result of changes to compliance requirements and reporting standards.  He briefly went through the report and provided a summary of the Town’s financial funds.  He reviewed the revenue and expense accounts and noted that a noticeable difference this year is much in part to the added highway category.  He also mentioned that as a result of bond refinancing, the Town saw a significant savings in interest expense.  He stated that it was the audit firm’s overall findings that the Town is in good financial condition and has good operating controls in place.  He concluded by stating that he has also provided his business card with his email address should any member have any questions concerning the contents of the audit report.

Mayor Long thanked Mr. Harvey for the informative presentation.  
Consideration of Library Declaration, Massanutten Regional Library:
Barbara Andes provided a brief presentation updating the Council on the operations of the Village Library.  She thanked the Town for its continued support and encouraged anyone who has not visited the library at its new location on Main Street to do so.  She stated that in an effort to show support to local libraries, governing boards are being asked to adopt a Declaration supporting libraries.  Richard E. Fulk moved, seconded by Fred M. Planning Commission Report:

Old Business:
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien reported on the following items of Old Business:

· Holly Hill Sidewalk Revenue Sharing Grant:  The application for this project has been completed and was submitted in advance of the November 1 deadline.  The Town will be notified in the late spring if it is successful in obtaining the funding.  The earliest the project could be bid out is Fall 2014.
· Staff Changes:  Dwight Sager was hired to replace the retiring Gene Combs.  Mr. Sager has many years of experience in the water treatment industry.  Brandon Plogger has been hired as a patrolman to bring the police department to full staff.  He brings with him 13 years of experience with the Sheriff’s Department. 
· Formal Appointment of Randy Collins as Police Chief:  The Council authorized the Town Manager to offer and negotiate the Police Chief position to Randy Collins, who has accepted the appointment.  Leslie E. Fulk moved, seconded by Fred M. Olson III, to ratify action authorizing the hiring of Carl R. “Randy” Collins for the position of Police Chief. · Police Department Building:  A date needs to be selected for an open house and it has been suggested that it be held in conjunction with the Town’s Holiday Lighting Ceremony scheduled on December 4, 2013.  It was decided to work with the Friends of the Village Library to provide refreshments and have the open house throughout the evening of the lighting.
· IDA Member Needed:  The vacancy on the IDA Board was advertised and as of yet, no one has expressed interest in the position.
· Baseball Fields:  This project is still underway and is making good progress.  Hopefully, sod will be in place in the outfields by mid-November.
Committee Reports:

Parks & Recreation Committee:
Chairman Doug Harpine reported that he is very pleased with the results of the little league field improvements thus far and the project is moving forward.  He mentioned that in addition to a number of businesses who have been providing donations to this project, he recently learned that Dominion Power will be donating several concrete poles for lighting.
Finance Committee:

Personnel/Police Committee:
No report.  A copy of an activities report for the police department for the month of October is included in the minutes as Attachment B.
Streets & Properties Committee:
Chairman Richard Fulk asked Mr. O’Brien for a status update of the West Springbrook Road sidewalk project.  Mr. O’Brien stated that the first phase of this project has been completed and the contractor is moving forward with the second, and final, phase of the project.  Mr. Fulk stated that he would like to encourage everyone to take notice and provide feedback to his committee on streets and sidewalks in need of improvement so that a prioritized list can be compiled early next year. 
Utilities Committee:
No report.  A copy of the water production report for the month of October is included in the minutes as Attachment C.
BHP:
Fred Olson, Council representative to BHP reported that the annual Halloweenfest, a joint event of BHP and the Town was held on October 31, 2013 and was a very successful event.  He thanked former Council member Keith Clark for assisting BHP with the event and coordinating the decorations.
New Business:
Fiscal Year 2013-2014 Budget Amendment:
Mr. O’Brien stated that the Town recently closed on the new police department building with Rockingham County and the agreed upon purchase price was $40,000.  He explained that this was not included in the budget, as there was some uncertainty if the payment would occur in this fiscal year.  He stated that because it is less than 1% of the total budget, a public hearing is not required.  
Fred M. Olson III moved, seconded by Richard E. Fulk, to amend the General Fund budget by increasing revenue by $40,000 from the reserve account, and by increasing the General Fund Capital Improvement line item by $40,000.  The motion was approved with the following recorded vote:
