The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on October 1, 2013 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Vice-Mayor Timothy S. · Personal Property Tax Relief:  Each year the Town needs to adjust its Personal Property Tax relief rate to continue to keep the money collected revenue neutral. An advertisement will be placed in the local newspaper inviting anyone interested in serving on the board to contact the Town.
