The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on September 3, 2013 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor John F. Long Jr., Vice-Mayor Timothy S. Proctor and Council Members George T. Dowrey III,  Richard E. Fulk, Douglas W. Harpine, and Fred M. Olson III.  Councilman Leslie E. Fulk was absent. Planning Commission Report:
No report.
Final Plat – Coyote Run Subdivision, Section 4:
Mayor Long stated that the Town has received a request for approval of the final plat for Phase 4 of Coyote Run Subdivision, which consists of 26 lots.  He reminded members that the preliminary plat of the entire subdivision was approved two years ago by the Planning Commission and Council. He advised that as subsequent phases are ready for final plat approval, they just require Council action.  He further advised that the developers will be required to post a bond for all of the public improvements that are required, including streets, sidewalks, water and sewer lines, and street lights. Old Business:
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien reported on the following items of Old Business:

· Broadway Industrial Development Authority (IDA):  The IDA Board will be meeting on September 17, 2013 to approve donating the IDA funds they have accumulated over the years for bond financings back to the Town.  The total amount in the IDA account is just under $80,000 and the funds allocated back to the Town will be used for park improvements.
· Groundwater Study:  A kickoff meeting with Emory and Garrett was held this week and the project is underway.  The study is expected to continue throughout the winter months, but periodic updates will be provided.
· Police Department Relocation:  The project is primarily complete, and the police moved in on August 30th.
· Main Street Paving:   Paving went very well and the contractor did an excellent job.  Crosswalks will be installed in the next couple of weeks.
· Community Park Shelters:  Shelters #1 and #2 have been completed (new posts installed and wrapped with siding).  Shelter #3 will be completed as soon as materials arrive.
· Baseball Fields:  The process of hauling dirt to the baseball fields will begin in the next week or so and is anticipated to be complete this fall.  The Little League is working closely with the Town on this project.
Committee Reports:

Parks & Recreation Committee:
Chairman Doug Harpine reported that as previously mentioned, improvements to the park are moving quite rapidly.
Finance Committee:
Mr. O’Brien reminded members that the Town auditors are continuing to finalize the Town’s audit.  A presentation will be made to the Council upon the completion.
Personnel/Police Committee:
No report.  A copy of an activities report for the police department for the month of August is included in the minutes as Attachment B.
Streets & Properties Committee:
Chairman Richard Fulk reported that the West Springbrook Road sidewalk project is underway and work is progressing.

New Business:
Planning Commission Reappointment:
Mr. O’Brien advised that Planning Commission member Beverly London’s term on the Commission has expired and she has indicated her interest and willingness in being reappointed.  Douglas W. Planning Commission Resignation:
Mr. O’Brien advised that Commission member Dale Showalter has submitted his resignation effective immediately as he has moved out of Town. Holly Hill Street Sidewalk Project:
Mr. O’Brien stated that he has provided members with information regarding the Revenue Sharing Program, which he is recommending to pursue for the Holly Hill Street sidewalk project.  He reminded members that this project has already been designed with funds in the past fiscal year, so it is essentially ready to be bid.  He further noted that funding would be available during the summer of 2014 and the revenue sharing is 50% VDOT funding and 50% local match.  He concluded by stating that if the Council would like to pursue this, a resolution will need to be adopted at the October Council meeting.  Members concurred they wish to pursue this funding as this is one of the many sidewalk projects they feel are needed, now that the Town has maintenance of its streets and sidewalks.
Police Chief Retirement:

Mr. O’Brien announced that Police Chief Jay Lantz has announced that he will be retiring from the department effective November 1, 2013.  Chief Lantz stated that he began his career with the department in December 1990, becoming chief in 1994, and is very thankful for the opportunity to have served the Town.  Mayor Long thanked Chief Lantz for his dedication to the Town.
Public Comment:
Bonnie Caplinger, a resident of McKinley Drive, expressed concern regarding sight obstruction at the intersection of Main Street and Turner Avenue.  More specifically, she stated that when making a left hand turn onto Main Street, it is very difficult to see oncoming traffic as a result of the location of the planters and church sign.  
Mr. O’Brien advised that Mrs. Caplinger had just brought the matter to his attention recently and he has already instructed staff to move the church sign.  Additionally, he mentioned that he and staff will look to see if extending the no parking zone would help.

Mayor Long assured Mrs. Caplinger that the matter will be looked into and action will be taken to remedy the situation.

Linda Crider, a resident of Broadway Avenue, referenced a house on the lot immediately behind her residence, which was recently foreclosed on and is badly in need of mowing.  Chief Lantz advised that he is aware of the property in question and he had requested mowing by an independent contractor, and apparently it was just overlooked.  He stated that he will see that the matter is taken care of.  Mrs. Crider also complemented the Town on the recent improvements in Town and the re-paving of Main Street.
Charlie Wilfong, a Town resident, mentioned that he has noticed a difference in the quality of the taste of the Town’s water recently and asked if anything had been changed.  Mr. O’Brien responded that at different times throughout the year, it is necessary for the water plant to adjust the chemicals that are added to the water as a result of withdrawal from the river.  He advised that he will check with the water plant operators to assure that the chemicals are adjusted to improve the taste.  He further noted that as mentioned previously, the groundwater study which is being pursued will, hopefully, give the Town alternate future options.
