
BROADWAY TOWN COUNCIL


August 5, 2014

The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on August 5, 2014 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor Timothy S. Proctor and Council Members Chad L. Comer, Leslie E. Fulk, Richard E. Fulk, Douglas W. Harpine, Beverly L. London, and Fred M. Olson III.  The following staff members were present: Town Manager Kyle D. O’Brien, Clerk/Treasurer Marla W. Kline, Attorney Marshall Yoder, and Police Chief Randy Collins. Also in attendance were Kathy Boase, Bryan Gilkerson, Gene Nesselrodt, Harvey Runion, Timothy Schmoyer, John Sites, Darlene Sites, Donnetta Trawick, and Barbara Wise.
Mayor Timothy S. Proctor called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a salute to the U. S. Flag and invocation.
Approval of Minutes and Bills:
Fred M. Olson III moved, seconded by Beverly L. London, to adopt the minutes of the July 1, 2014 session of Council, and to authorize payment of bills in the amount of $342,610.90.  The motion was approved with the following recorded roll call vote:

Public Hearing – Connection Fee Rate Schedule:

Mayor Proctor stated that the first order of business is consideration of a revised Connection Fee Schedule.  He reminded everyone that as a part of adoption of the budget for fiscal year 14/15, connection fees were increased to $4,500 for water and $4600 for sewer.  This revised schedule merely updates connection fees for larger meters to represent the cost for new customers to buy into the present value of the Town’s water and sewer system and cover the Town’s anticipated capital improvements to maintain the water and sewer services.  He advised that as required by state law, notice of this public hearing has been advertised twice.  
Mayor Proctor opened the Public Hearing and invited comments in support of or against adoption of the revised connection fee schedule. Having confirmed there was no one in attendance wishing to speak either in favor of or in opposition to the proposed rate schedule; Mayor Proctor closed the public hearing and invited Council action.  Beverly L. London moved, seconded by Richard E. Fulk, to adopt AN ORDINANCE TO INCREASE WATER AND SEWER CONNECTION FEES AND WATER RATES, a copy of which is included in the minutes as Attachment A. Old Business:
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien reported on the following items of Old Business:

· Paving Project:  This project is currently out to bid with the bid opening scheduled for Monday, August 11, 2014 at 10:00 a.m.
· W. Lee Street Water Line:  Plans are currently being finalized for this project and is scheduled to be put out to bid in August.
· Mason Street Drainage Project:  Plans have been finalized for this project and the bid opening will be Friday, August 8, 2014 at 10:00 a.m.
Committee Reports:

Parks & Recreation Committee:
Chairman Doug Harpine advised that improvements to field 2 are currently underway and should be completed shortly.  He stated that he would like for his committee to meet with representatives of Broadway Little League this month regarding scheduling, use, and maintenance of the newly renovated ball fields. He further stated that as many of the tournaments held throughout the summer are money making projects, the committee can then establish a fee schedule for tournaments.  
Finance Committee:
No report.

Personnel/Police Committee:
Chairman Leslie Fulk reported that the Town recently received a donation in the amount of $1,100 from the Broadway-Timberville Ruritan Club for the purchase of a new police patrol bicycle.  He advised that the Town is still waiting to hear if it will be successful in securing the Cops Grant, which would fund the salary of an additional officer for three years, as well as a grant through the Attorney General’s office that would provide two police cars.  A copy of an activities report for the police department for the month of July is included in the minutes as Attachment B.  
Streets & Properties Committee:
Chairman Chad Comer reported that the committee had met and finalized the plans for the paving project that is currently out for bid.
Utilities Committee:

Chairperson Bev London reported that the Town is continuing to work toward a solution to the baffle issues at the wastewater facility.  Mr. O’Brien advised that the Town is also pursuing a fully funded $50,000 planning grant which would be used for the water plant upgrade.  A copy of the water production report for the month of July is included in the minutes as Attachment C.
BHP:
Council representative Fred Olson reported that the Board did not meet, but advised that the recent beer and wine festival was deemed a success and the next event will be held on August 29, 2014 from 5:00 – 8:00 p.m.
Planning Commission Report:
Council representative Fred Olson reported that the Commission did not meet in July, but will be meeting in August to further discuss density requirements in R3 zoning districts.
New Business:

Mr. O’Brien stated that he had recently provided the Council with a quotation for an audio/video recording system and asked if they wish for him to pursue the system.  Mayor Proctor and Council members concurred that the quote seemed rather high and asked Mr. O’Brien to further inquire into various system types.
Public Comment:
Barbara Wise inquired as to what, if any, impact the proposed location of a Wal-Mart in Timberville would have on the Town’s utilities.  Mr. O’Brien stated that the Town of Timberville and/or Food Processors Water Cooperative would be providing water service to this location and the Town would not be involved.
Gene Nesselrodt asked if the contractor/engineering firms had absorbed any of the costs associated with the problems with the baffles at the wastewater treatment facility.  Mr. O’Brien advised that a settlement had been reached to the Town’s satisfaction after concluding there were ongoing issues with the system.  He further advised that the Town has consulted with many engineers and they have been unable to explain why the baffle system is not working properly.  He stated that the Town is researching a permanent solution; however, the plant operation has been successful and there have been no violations since the Town took over the overall facility.
Other Business:
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
