
BROADWAY TOWN COUNCIL


July 1, 2014

The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on July 1, 2014 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor Timothy S. Proctor and Council Members Chad L. Comer, Leslie E. Fulk, Richard E. Fulk, Douglas W. Harpine, Beverly L. London, and Fred M. Olson III.  The following staff members were present: Town Manager Kyle D. O’Brien, Clerk/Treasurer Marla W. Kline, Town Attorney Donald Showalter, and Police Chief Randy Collins. Also in attendance were Larry Brown, Bryan Gilkerson, Gene Nesselrodt, and Timothy Schmoyer.
Mayor Timothy S. Proctor called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a salute to the U. S. Flag and invocation.
Approval of Minutes and Bills:

Old Business:
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien reported on the following items of Old Business:

· Holly Hill Sidewalk:  The Town recently received notification that it will be awarded funding for this project in the amount of $235,000, which is 50% of the estimated cost.  The Town is still waiting to hear from VDOT as to when the money will be available.
· Water Plant Inspection:  Members have been provided comments from the Town’s recent water plant inspection by the Virginia Department of Health.  No deficiencies were noted in the entire report.
· COPS Grant:  The application for this grant has been completed and submitted.  As a reminder, this is the grant that would fund a new officer’s salary and benefits for the first three years of the officer’s employment.
· Broadway Bruins Game:  July 6th is the date for the Bruins game that the Town will be sponsoring.
Committee Reports:

Parks & Recreation Committee:
Chairman Doug Harpine reported that the only remaining item for the little league field that has been completed is the addition of some fill dirt.  He further reported that the Town is getting ready to solicit bids for re-paving of the road into the park and the parking lots.
Finance Committee:
No report.

Personnel/Police Committee:
Chairman Leslie Fulk reported that the committee did meet, but there were no items requiring Council action.  A copy of an activities report for the police department for the month of June is included in the minutes as Attachment A.  
Streets & Properties Committee:
Chairman Chad Comer reported that the committee had met on June 30, 2014 and has compiled a list of prioritized paving and sidewalk repairs that will be put out to bid, along with the park paving project.  The committee will meet again on July 16, 2014.
Utilities Committee:

Chairperson Bev London reported the committee met on June 11, 2014 to discuss a number of ongoing utility-related Town projects.  She stated that the second phase of the Town’s groundwater study is currently underway, and a report will be available in the coming weeks.  A copy of the water production report for the month of June is included in the minutes as Attachment B.
BHP:
Council representative Fred Olson reported that the Board did not meet, but reminded the Council of the following upcoming mini-festivals that will be held at Heritage Park:

Planning Commission Report:
Council representative Fred Olson reported that the Commission met on June 9th and discussed amending the Broadway Land Development Regulations, more specifically the density of R3 zoning districts.  He stated that the Commission’s next regularly scheduled meeting is July 14, 2014, at which time the matter will be discussed further.

Gene Nesselrodt complimented the Town on the beautiful fireworks display that was held at Broadway High School.  Members concurred that it was a great community event spearheaded by Donald Piel, a Town resident, Broadway Hometown Partnership, and the local area schools.  It was announced that the event was such a success that the date for next year has already been set for June 27, 2015.
