The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on June 3, 2014 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor Timothy S. Proctor and Council Members Chad L. Comer, Douglas W. Harpine, Beverly L. London, and Fred M. Olson III.  Councilmen Leslie E. Fulk and Richard E. Fulk were absent. Adoption – Fiscal Year 2014/2015 Budget:
Mayor Proctor stated that the first item of business is to consider adoption of an operating budget for fiscal year 2014/2015.  He stated that after proper public notification, a public hearing was held during the May 6, 2014 session of Council on the proposed budget for fiscal year 2015, but the budget cannot be adopted at the same meeting in which the public hearing is held.  Fred M. Olson III moved, seconded by Chad L. Comer, to adopt an operating budget for fiscal year 2014/2015 in the total amount of $4,916,100, to establish a real estate tax rate of $.07 per $100 valuation, and to appropriate funds and to authorize disbursement of same as per the categorical allocations listed in the budget for 2014/2015. Old Business:
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien reported on the following items of Old Business:

· Committee Meetings Needed:  Finance, Streets & Properties, Personnel/Police, and Utilities Committee meetings are needed this month.
· Farmer’s Market Opening:  The Broadway Farmer’s Market’s held its grand opening for the year on Saturday and was quite successful.
Committee Reports:

Parks & Recreation Committee:
Chairman Doug Harpine asked Mr. O’Brien to provide an update on the status of the Community Park and pool.  Mr. O’Brien reported that four inches of rain has again caused a delay in the ballfield construction, but progress is continuing.  He advised that the dugouts are nearing completion as well. He stated that the pool had a successful opening weekend, and the Fun Day in the Park was a success as well.  He stated, however, that a leak has been found in one of the pipes underneath the pool.  He further stated that it will need to be addressed in the offseason, as there is no way to repair it without having the pool out of service for a considerable amount of time.

Finance Committee:
Mr. O’Brien reported that the Town’s auditors have been scheduled for August to do the fieldwork associated with the Town’s annual financial audit and encouraged any Council member interested in seeing the process to visit the Town Office during that time.
Personnel/Police Committee:

BHP:
Council representative Fred Olson reported that the Board met the previous night.  He stated that the Red, White, and BrewFest netted a profit of $2,694.57, after a contribution of $500 was given to the Rotary Club for its assistance with the event.  He also reported that there were 134 children in attendance at the annual Gary Post Fishing Day.  He reminded members that fireworks will be held on June 28, 2014 at Broadway High School and several volunteers will be needed. New Business:

VRS Rate Election:
Mr. O’Brien stated that he had provided each member a copy of a letter from the Virginia Retirement System explaining language in the 2013 Appropriations Act, Item 468(H), which outlines the process allowing localities to make an election regarding their employer contribution rate every biennium.  He explained that this Act provides the governing body the option of adopting the rate certified by the VRS Board of Trustees for the FY 2015-2016 biennium which is 10.13% or the alternate rate of 9.76%, which is the higher of the rate certified by the VRS Board for FY 2012 or 80 percent of the VRS Board-certified rate for FY 2015-2016.  He stated that the intent of the language in this Act was to offer a lower rate, which would result in short term savings as it relates to the upcoming budget; however, the long term ramifications would result in a higher contribution rate moving forward that would erase any short term savings.  Fred M. Olson III moved,  seconded by Douglas W. Harpine, to adopt a Resolution – Employer Contribution Rates for Counties, Cities, Towns, School Divisions and Other Political Subdivisions (In accordance with the 2014 Appropriation Act Item 468 (H)), adopting the Certified Rate of 10.13%, a copy of which is included in the minutes as Attachment D.
