The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on November 4, 2014 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor Timothy S. Proctor and Council Members Chad L. Comer, Richard E. Fulk, Douglas W. Harpine, and Beverly L. London.   Council members Leslie E. Fulk and Fred M. Olson III were absent.  The following staff members were present: Town Manager Kyle D. O’Brien, Clerk/Treasurer Marla W. Kline, Town Attorney Donald Showalter, Police Chief Randy Collins, and Sergeant Larry Good. Old Business:
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien reported on the following items of Old Business:

· Special Use Permit Review, 209 Buchanan Drive:  A Special Use Permit was issued to Wendy Rogers for a Home Occupation Permit for a professional massage business at the May 6, 2014 Council meeting.  The permit was issued for a period of six months, at the end of which time, the Council would review to see if it wanted the permit to continue.  The Town has not received any complaints regarding this business from anyone during the previous six months, and therefore, it is being recommended that the Council review and approve the permit without a time frame moving forward.  It was noted that Mrs. Rogers has also requested that the restriction of hours be removed from the permit.  Council concurred that as a result of having received no complaints/concerns regarding the permit, they are satisfied with Mrs. Rogers’ operation.  Richard E. Fulk moved, seconded by Chad L. Comer, to lift all restrictions placed on the Special Use Permit issued May 6, 2014 and to approve the Special Use Permit for Wendy Rogers for a professional massage business at 209 Buchanan Drive. · Mason Street Drainage Project:  This project is continuing.  The hardness of the rock encountered has slowed the contractor down a bit, but the project is winding down.
· Holly Hill Street Sidewalk:  A meeting was held with the Virginia Department of Transportation and the Town’s engineer this week to assure that everything is on track regarding funding and scheduling of construction for this project.
· Well Drilling Bids:  Four bids were received for this project and Emory and Garrett are currently reviewing them.  A recommendation will be forthcoming on this project.
· Pool Repair:  Prep work has been done and Blue Ridge Pools will be on site soon to install the line.
· Paving Project:  This project is progressing very well.
· Halloweenfest:  This event was once again a success and was very well attended.  Thank you to Chad Comer and other volunteers who put in a lot of time during the day to help make the event such a success.
Committee Reports:

Parks & Recreation Committee:
Chairman Doug Harpine reported that he, along with Mr. O’Brien and Public Works Director Chad Dellinger, had attended an open house at the Sonoray Company in Verona which has indicated its willingness for a potential donation of lights for one little league field.  He advised that in exchange for the donation, the field would be a showcase for their product.  He further advised that although discussion is in the early stages, a donation such as this would be tremendous for the community park.
Finance Committee:
Mr. O’Brien reported that a representative of the Young, Nicholas, Branner and Phillips auditing firm will be in attendance at the December meeting to present a report of the firm’s findings for the Town’s financial audit for fiscal year 13/14.  On a related note, Mr. O’Brien advised that as a result of a recent request for proposals for audit services, bids have been received from two firms.  He further advised they are currently being reviewed and a recommendation will be provided at the December meeting.
Personnel/Police Committee:

Streets & Properties Committee:

Utilities Committee:

Chair Bev London reported that several gate valves have been installed in the downtown area this week coinciding with paving/repair projects that are underway.  She explained that this will make it much more efficient when making repairs as a result of broken water lines, etc.  A copy of the water production report for the month of October is included in the minutes as Attachment B.
BHP:
Mr. O’Brien reported that BHP’s Octoberfest event held October 25th was not quite as well attended as previous festivals; however, it was still a successful event.  He reiterated that plans are being made to establish a schedule for next year’s festivals and to assure more consistency and promotion of the events.

New Business:

Public Comment:
Bonnie Caplinger inquired as to the impact well water would have on the Town’s water system, more specifically relating to hardness.  Mr. O’Brien explained that should well sources be used, the water would be blended with the river water and should have minimal impact on the hardness of the water.
Gene Nesselrodt expressed concern about the rock the contractor has hit on the Mason Street drainage project.  Mr. O’Brien advised that there was a rock clause in the project bid.  Mr. Nesselrodt also requested that additional lighting be installed in Heritage Park.  Parks Committee Chairman Doug Harpine noted that the Council is currently looking into this matter.
