Old Business:
Continue Discussion - Rezoning Density in R-3 Zoning Districts:
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien advised that based on the Commission’s instructions from April, he had researched the R-3 zoning districts throughout  towns in Rockingham County, as well as other towns in rural areas of Virginia.  He stated that it appears that in most localities, the unit density in R-3 zoning districts is eight to ten units per acre, with eight being the least.  Commission members then discussed the possibility of lowering the Town’s maximum of 10 units per acre to eight or even six.  The Commission also discussed the possibility of requiring a certain percentage of green space in multi-family developments.  Mr. O’Brien advised that there is a very limited amount of developable R-3 zoned land currently within the Town limits.  Commission Member Steve Shifflett adamantly supported reducing the density requirement to six units per acre.
After discussion, Kathy Boase moved, seconded by Gene Nesselrodt, to recommend amending the Broadway Land Development Regulations to allow a maximum density of 8 units per acre in R-3 zoning district. The motion was approved with the following recorded vote:
