Old Business:
Continue Discussion - Zoning Density in R-3 Zoning Districts:
The Commission reviewed a draft of proposed changes to the language in the R-3 zoning district regarding density issues, as well as a proposed addition to the Broadway Land Development Regulations relating to townhouse development.  Members concurred with changing the regulations to require a minimum of 30% of the site to be developed as common/green space.  Additionally, members were satisfied with the requirement that each townhouse must front on a public street, which would result in streets being developed (and maintained) to Town specifications.  Another significant change is that all townhouse developments will require Planning Commission and Town Council review.  Following discussion and minor changes, the Commission was pleased with the proposed draft. 

Steve Shifflett moved, seconded by Fred Olson, to recommend approval of the proposed changes to the Broadway Land Development Regulations to the Town Council.  The motion was approved with the following recorded vote:
