The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on September 2, 2014 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor Timothy S. · Holly Hill Street Sidewalk:  In a recent meeting with the Virginia Department of Transportation, it was learned that the funding for this project is now available.   It is the intention to bid this project over the winter, with construction beginning once school is out in the late spring of 2015 and completion prior to school opening in the fall.  Chad L. Committee Reports:

Parks & Recreation Committee:
Chairman Doug Harpine reported that a meeting was held with representatives of the Little League, at which time a number of items were discussed including concession stand electricity, field scheduling, potential naming of fields, 2015 opening day/dedication ceremony, and establishing rules/regulations.  He concluded by stating that the Council is very encouraged with the collaborative efforts being put forth on this project.

Planning Commission Report:
Council representative Fred Olson reported that the Commission met in August and re-visited density issues and green space requirements in the R-3 zoning district.  He advised that the Commission intends to finalize its review of this issue at its September meeting and will then make a recommendation to the Council.
New Business:

Joint Board of Zoning Appeals Appointment:
Mr. O’Brien reminded members that the Towns of Broadway and Timberville maintain a Joint Board of Zoning Appeals and one of the members from Timberville’s term has expired and needs to be reappointed.  Timberville has adopted a resolution reappointing Michael Gray to the Board and in order to file the petition with the Circuit Court, Broadway needs to adopt a similar resolution.  Fred M. Olson III moved, seconded by Beverly L. London, to ratify action taken by the Town of Timberville and adopt a resolution authorizing the reappointment of Michael Gray to the Joint Board of Zoning Appeals for a term ending August 1, 2019, a copy of which is included herewith as Attachment C. Public Comment:
Donald Showalter asked the Streets & Properties Committee to consider installing an additional stop sign at the intersection of Miller Street and Central Street for traffic heading east.  He stated that there are currently stop signs for north and southbound traffic; however, he feels that with the pedestrian traffic at this location, installation of a sign for eastbound traffic may prove beneficial. 
Gene Nesselrodt questioned which side of Holly Hill Street the sidewalk will be installed on.  Mr. O’Brien advised that initially, engineers proposed to place the sidewalk on the east side; however, an engineering study is currently underway, and it appears more likely that the sidewalk will be located on the west side of Holly Hill Street.
Gail Gutschmidt stated that she is very pleased that the Town is moving ahead with the Holly Hill sidewalk project.
Bonnie Caplinger commended the Town on the BHP festivals that have been held, but stated that she wished the events could be publicized/promoted more and have more consistent admission fees.  Mr. Olson explained that at some events a souvenir wine glass has been available for purchase and most recently, just a flat admission fee was charged.  He stated that BHP will be looking at ways to improve the events.
Kevin Boase questioned if the Town will have any input in Timberville’s decision whether to rezone property for location of a Wal-Mart.  Mayor Proctor stated that this location is provided sewer service that is ultimately treated at the Town’s wastewater facility, however, it would be a customer of Timberville, and Broadway would not have any direct involvement.
Mayor Proctor thanked everyone for the remembrances during his recent hip surgery and while recovering at home.
