
BROADWAY TOWN COUNCIL


April 7, 2015

The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on April 7, 2015 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor Timothy S. Proctor and Council Members Chad L. Comer, Leslie E. Fulk, Richard E. Fulk, Douglas W. Harpine, Beverly L. London, and Fred M. Olson III.  The following staff members were present:  Town Manager Kyle O’Brien, Clerk/Treasurer Marla W. Kline, Town Attorney Donald Showalter, and Police Sargent Larry Good. Mayor Timothy S. Proctor called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a salute to the U. S. Flag and invocation.
Mayor Proctor asked that everyone join him in a moment of silence in remembrance of former Council Member Betty Fitzwater who passed away last week.  He stated that Mrs. Fitzwater, a long-time resident of Broadway, served on the Town Council from 2008-2011, having been elected at the age of 78.  He added that Mrs. Fitzwater was also very active in the community and was a life member of the Broadway Emergency Squad.  He, along with the entire Council, concluded that Mrs. Fitzwater, as well as her love and dedication to the Town, will be missed.

Old Business:
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien reported on the following items of Old Business:

· Park Stage:  Nearing completion.  Will be finalized well in time for the first festival scheduled on May 9th.
· Holly Hill Street Sidewalk:  Still obtaining easements and finalizing requirements for this project.  Should go to bid within the next month.
· Bid Opening:  Nine firms have submitted proposals to conduct a preliminary engineering study for the water treatment plant upgrade.  This project will be funded through the $50,000 grant the Town received through the Virginia Department of Health.  After thorough review of the nine submittals, several firms will be selected to be interviewed and then pricing will be negotiated.  It is suggested that this be referred to the Utilities Committee for review of the proposals with a recommendation being provided to the Council at the May meeting.  Council concurred with this recommendation. 
· Little League Opening Day:  Will be held Saturday, April 11, 2015 at the Community Park. The dedication ceremony of the new ballfields will be held at 12:00 noon.
Committee Reports:

Parks & Recreation Committee:
Chairman Doug Harpine stated that Town staff, along with Danny Wylie and his staff at Valley Lawn Service, are working to complete the brick wall and flagpole project in time for Saturday’s dedication of the new little league fields at the park.
Finance Committee:
Chairman Richard Fulk reported that the committee met and reviewed a preliminary budget for FY 15/16.  He stated the committee will meet again just prior to the April Council Work Session.
Personnel/Police Committee:
No report.  A copy of an activities report for the police department for the month of March is included in the minutes as Attachment A.  
Streets & Properties Committee:
Chairman Chad Comer reported that Town staff is in the process of filling potholes that occurred as a result of winter weather and snow plowing.  He also stated the committee is looking at preliminary pricing for the re-paving of East Springbrook Road.
Utilities Committee:

BHP:
Council representative Fred Olson reported that the Board met on March 10th and finalized plans for several upcoming events.  He stated that BHP will be coordinating with Achieve Studio to host a fitness in the park event on April 25, 2015 from 9 a.m.-12 noon. Additionally, he reminded members that this year’s first music festival in Heritage Park will be on May 9, 2015.   He further advised that this will be coordinated with Town businesses, as well as the Farmers Market opening day.  The Board’s next meeting will be held on April 14, 2015.
