August 4, 2015

The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on August 4, 2015 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor Timothy S. Proctor and Council Members Chad L. Comer, Leslie E. Fulk, Richard E. Fulk, Douglas W. Harpine, Beverly L. London, and Fred M. Olson III. Mayor Timothy S. Proctor called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a salute to the U. S. Flag and invocation.

Public Comment:
Karen Klasnick and Amy Roscher addressed the Council with concerns they have regarding the pool at the community park.  Both Ms. Klasnick and Mrs. Roscher stated that they feel more adult leadership is needed in the management of the pool.  They stated that the pool has lost membership due to a number of issues.  They expressed concern regarding sanitation issues in the restrooms, as well as in the pool on occasion.  Ms. Klasnick stated that she would like for the PH levels and water temperature be posted. They also stated that on numerous occasions, the snack bar has run out of food and has lost sales as a result.  Ms. Klasnick stated that these problems existed all last year and have continued into this year.  She concluded by stating that Broadway’s park and pool is one of the nicest facilities in the area, and she feels that some of these issues could be resolved with upgrades to the restroom facilities.
Mr. O’Brien responded that he had not received any complaints concerning the pool’s management, other than some food items being out of stock following a busy weekend.  He stated that he, as well as other full-time Town employees, have monitored pool conditions very closely and have not observed any of these issues.  In fact, he noted, that this pool’s water has remained very clean with very good PH levels. He advised that it is a proven fact that pools, in general, are not money-making venues due to the maintenance and upkeep required.   
Mayor Proctor thanked Ms. Klasnick and Mrs. Roscher for their concerns/suggestions and asked Mr. O’Brien and Parks Committee Chairman Doug Harpine to follow up on their concerns.
Darlene Sites, a resident of West Springbrook Rd., mentioned that they still have concerns about speeding on their street and asked that overgrown trees on the bridge near Early Dr. be looked into.

Barbara Wise, a resident of East Lee St., expressed concern about traffic problems that may result from the addition of school bus traffic in the next few weeks and asked police to increase their patrol.

Amy Roscher thanked the Town for the efforts everyone has put into getting the Holly Hill sidewalk in place.
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
