December 1, 2015

The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on December 1, 2015 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor Timothy S. Proctor and Council Members Chad L. Comer, Leslie E. Fulk, Richard E. Fulk, Douglas W. Harpine, Beverly L. London, and Fred M. Olson III.  The following staff members were present:  Town Manager Kyle O’Brien, Clerk/Treasurer Marla W. Kline, Town Attorney Donald Showalter, Chief Randy Collins, and Sargent Larry Good.  Also in attendance were Bruce Harvey, Gene Nesselrodt, and Nolan Stout. 
Mayor Timothy S. Proctor called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a salute to the U. S. Flag and invocation.
Approval of Minutes and Bills:

Presentation:  Audit, Fiscal Year 2015:
Mayor Proctor introduced Bruce Harvey, a senior accountant with Young, Nicholas, Branner & Phillips, LLP, who is the lead auditor for the Town’s financial records audit.  Mr. Harvey stated that each member has been provided with a copy of the Town’s Financial and Compliance Report for the fiscal year ending 6/30/15, as well as a letter summarizing the audit firm’s findings.  He stated that there were a number of changes in compliance requirements and reporting standards in this year’s audit, most significantly the inclusion of detailed information relating to the Virginia Retirement System and the Town’s share of pension liability. He briefly reviewed the report, highlighting some of the primary differences in revenue and expense accounts, and noted there were significant capital improvements made throughout the town this fiscal year.  He reminded members that several items that must be noted in the report include the difficulty for segregation of duties, as well as the Town’s need for accounting assistance, which are typical for any small staffed towns.  Additionally, he noted that there was only one compliance issue, relating to the filing of disclosure statements.  He reiterated that it is very important for government officials to make sure that all disclosure statements are filed timely in accordance with the State and Local Government Conflicts of Interest Act.  He stated that it was the audit firm’s overall findings that the Town is in good financial condition and has good operating controls in place.  He concluded by stating that he has also provided his business card with his email address should any member have any questions concerning the contents of the audit report.  Mayor Proctor thanked Mr. Harvey for the informative presentation.
Old Business:
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien reported on the following items of Old Business:

· WWTF Upgrade:  Closing is slated for December 3rd, at which time the Town will be reimbursed for the $355,000 that has been paid over the past year for engineering fees.
· Police Vehicles:  As discussed during the Council work session, the Police Committee will be making a recommendation to declare several vehicles as surplus, as a result of the recent purchase of three cruisers through grant funding.
· Holiday Lighting:  As a result of recent rains and soggy conditions, it has been deemed necessary to cancel this event, which was scheduled for Wednesday December 2nd. BHP will have its pictures with Santa event at the Broadway Community Center from 3:00 p.m.-6:00 p.m. and cookies/hot chocolate will be provided.

Parks & Recreation Committee:

Personnel/Police Committee:
Chairman Leslie Fulk stated that as previously mentioned, his committee discussed the disposal of the 2006 Ford Explorer and the 2008 Ford Crown Victoria, which are no longer needed in the police fleet due to the three new vehicles that were recently obtained with grant funding.  He further stated that the committee discussed a request of the Broadway Emergency Squad who is interested in acquiring the 2008 Crown Victoria.  He stated that the committee agreed to give the vehicle to the Rescue Squad, and to adjust their annual donation downward in the amount of the present market value of the vehicle, which is $3,700.

Streets & Properties Committee:

He further stated that this project will be revisited after the first of the year, with plans to bid and construct the project in the spring of 2016.

Council representative Fred Olson reported that the Commission met at the subdivision development site on Linville Avenue being proposed by Randy Cosner on November 12, 2015.  He advised that the Commission will consider the proposed development further at its January meeting.
New Business:
Public Hearing, December 17, 2015: 
The Council was reminded that a public hearing will be held at 6:00 p.m. as a part of the next Council work session on December 17, 2015 to consider a proposed rate increase in sewer fees effective January 1, 2016.  Mr. O’Brien commented that this proposed increase equates to $1.40 per billing (every two months) for minimum users, and a $3.70 increase per billing for the average family that uses 10,000 gallons of water per billing.
