
BROADWAY TOWN COUNCIL


December 17, 2015

The Broadway Town Council met in special session on December 17, 2015 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor Timothy S. Proctor and Council Members Chad L. Comer, Leslie E. Fulk, Richard E. Fulk Douglas W. Harpine, Beverly L. London, and Fred M. Olson III.  Town Manager Kyle O’Brien was also present. Also in attendance were A.C. Comer, David Wood, David Schultz, John Dove, and Nolan Stout.
Mayor Timothy S. Proctor called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.
Public Hearing:
Mayor Proctor stated that the purpose of the meeting is to consider a proposed 10% rate increase in sewer fees.  He then asked Town Manager Kyle O’Brien to give an overview for the reasons regarding this increase.  Mr. O’Brien explained that the Town is under contract to construct an $8,000,000 upgrade to the wastewater treatment facility.  He further explained that the Town is also requesting an increase from its industrial customers and other large users.  
Mayor Proctor opened the Public Hearing and invited comments in support of or in opposition to the proposed rate increase.

John Dove questioned the nature of the upgrades and if additional increases would be necessary as well.  Mr. O’Brien explained that the Town will be installing concrete tanks which will be a permanent fix to the problems the Town is currently having and does not anticipate future capital improvements in the near term; however, additional increases to user fees may be necessary for future rising operational costs.  Mr. Dove stated that this plant has been a “money pit” from the beginning and he doesn’t see it getting any better.
David Wood asked if the Town will be increasing the cost equally among the Town’s industrial and large users.  Mr. O’Brien responded that the Town has developed a five year plan with the assistance of its financial advisor to incrementally plan for payment of the debt service. 

Having confirmed there was no one in attendance wishing to speak either in favor of or in opposition to the proposed rate increase, Mayor Proctor closed the public hearing and invited Council action.  
Richard E. Fulk moved, seconded by Beverly L. London, to adopt AN ORDINANCE TO INCREASE SEWER RATES, a copy of which is included in the minutes as Attachment A.  The motion was approved with the following recorded roll call vote:
