
BROADWAY TOWN COUNCIL


February 3, 2015

The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on February 3, 2015 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor Timothy S. Proctor and Council Members Chad L. Comer, Leslie E. Fulk, Richard E. Fulk, Douglas W. Harpine, Beverly L. London, and Fred M. Olson III.  The following staff members were present:  Town Manager Kyle O’Brien, Clerk/Treasurer Marla W. Kline, Assistant Town Attorney Matt Light, and Police Chief Randy Collins. Mayor Timothy S. Proctor called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a salute to the U. S. Flag and invocation.
Approval of Minutes and Bills:
Fred M. Olson III moved, seconded by Douglas W. Harpine, to adopt the minutes of the January 6, 2015 session of Council, and to authorize payment of bills in the amount of $301,120.34.  The motion was approved with the following recorded roll call vote:

Variance Request- 149 Church Street:
Mayor Proctor advised that the Town has received a variance request from Earl and Sharon Fink.  He asked Mr. O’Brien to familiarize everyone with the request.  Mr. O’Brien explained that currently, this property is one large lot of .608 acre, with a house situated on the northern portion of the lot, as well as several outbuildings.  He stated that the applicants are requesting to subdivide this lot, which would create an additional lot to build another single family house.  He stated that the new lot will meet all requirements of the Town’s Land Development Regulations.  He further stated, however, that by doing so, the remaining lot (where the existing house is located), will require a variance of 14.81 feet from the required 100 foot road frontage, as well as a 1.3 foot variance for the existing house that is encroaching onto Miller Street.  Mr. O’Brien advised that this request does not require a public hearing, but the Town did notify all adjoining property owners about this matter and informed them of the date of the meeting.  He concluded by stating that to date, he has not heard any negative reactions to the proposal.
Assistant Town Attorney Matt Light provided clarification that as this request is asking for a variance in the Town’s subdivision ordinance, not the Zoning Ordinances, the Council has the authority to grant the request rather than requiring it to go to the Board of Zoning Appeals.
Mayor Proctor stated that although this is not a public hearing, he will allow anyone wishing to comment on the request to do so at this time.  

Earl Fink advised that it is his intention to restore the house currently located on the property, as well as remove several antiquated outbuildings, and construct an additional single family dwelling.  
Betty Ann Sullivan, an adjoining property owner, advised that she is pleased that Mr. Fink will be removing the outbuildings on the property.
Several Council members indicated that by allowing this variance in the subdivision requirement and allowing Mr. Fink to develop the lot as he has proposed, they feel Mr. Fink’s efforts will clearly be beneficial to this neighborhood.
Chad L. Comer moved, seconded by Leslie E. Fulk, to grant a variance for the property located at 149 Church Street for the encroachment on Miller Street of 1.3 feet, and a variance to the frontage requirement on Church Street of 14.81 feet. Old Business:
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien reported on the following items of Old Business:

· Pool Leak:  The repairs have been made to the pool and it is currently in the required curing period.  Within the next two weeks, it will be filled to ensure that the leak has been permanently repaired.
· WWTF:  The Town has been notified by the Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) that the Town will be exempt from any monetary fines for non-compliance during construction.  Design of the upgrade is well underway and engineers have been on site.
· Park Stage:  This project is ready for construction.  As soon as the weather breaks, footers will be dug.
· Holly Hill Street Sidewalk: The Town is working with the Virginia Department of Transportation (VDOT), as well as utility companies and affected homeowners, regarding acquiring temporary and permanent easements.
· Well Sites:  The sites have been staked and Foster Well Drilling has indicated they will be here during the latter part of February.

Chairman Doug Harpine reported that his committee had met twice during the month and reviewed recent Park projects.  He stated that the committee created a punch list of items needing finalization/completion for projects currently underway, as well as reviewed several projects that will be completed once Spring arrives.  Additionally, he stated that he would like a committee to be formed to begin planning Phase 2 of the Veterans Park project.
