The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on January 6, 2015 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor Timothy S. Old Business:
Clerk/Treasurer Marla Kline reported on the following items of Old Business:

· Holly Hill Street Sidewalk: The Town is awaiting relocation of several poles/gas valves that are in the right of way.  As soon as this is complete, the project can be put out to bid.
· WWTF:  The Town has received notification of approved financing for repairs to the wastewater facility pending outcome of an engineering evaluation.
· Wayne Turner Spring:  The lease agreement is in final negotiations and an official lease should be ready for Council review in February.
Committee Reports:

Parks & Recreation Committee:
Chairman Doug Harpine stated that his committee will be meeting in the near future to begin making plans for the dedication of the baseball fields in conjunction with the opening day ceremony at the park.  He also stated that he is continuing discussions with Sonoray Company in Verona regarding the potential donation of lights for one of the little league fields.

Personnel/Police Committee:
Chairman Leslie Fulk reported that as a part of the monthly committee meeting, his committee, along with the full Council, discussed Police Chief Randy Collins’ performance and salary.  He reminded everyone that Mr. Collins was promoted to the position of Police Chief in November 2013.  He stated that at that time, it was the Council’s intention to review his performance after a year.  He further stated that after discussion, the entire Council is extremely satisfied with Mr. Collins’ performance and is recommending an increase in his salary.  Leslie E. Adoption of Ordinance Regarding Financial Disclosure Forms for Members of the Industrial Development Authority:
Assistant Town Attorney Matt Light advised that as a result of significant changes to the Conflict of Interest Act Statute by the 2014 General Assembly, he is recommending adoption of an ordinance which would require the Town’s  IDA members to file a “long form” financial disclosure statement.  He further advised that this would be the same form as Town Council members are required to file.  He stated that although this is optional for localities, he feels it is important for outside investors to feel completely comfortable with our IDA.  Leslie E. Fulk moved, seconded by Richard E. Fulk, to approve An Ordinance Regarding Financial Disclosure Forms for Members of the Industrial Development Authority of the Town of Broadway, Virginia, and for Other Purposes, a copy of which is included in the minutes as Attachment D.
