July 7, 2015

The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on July 7, 2015 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor Timothy S. Proctor and Council Members Chad L. Comer, Leslie E. Fulk, Richard E. Fulk, Douglas W. Harpine, Beverly L. London, and Fred M. Olson III.  The following Planning Commission members were present:  Kathy Boase, Tom Buskirk, and Gene Nesselrodt.  The following staff members were present:  Town Manager Kyle O’Brien, Clerk/Treasurer Marla W. Kline, Town Attorney Donald Showalter, and Chief Randy Collins.  Also in attendance were CeCe Dodd, Grayson Hawkins, Michael Hawkins, Harvey Runion, Darlene Sites, and John Sites.
Mayor Timothy S. Proctor called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a salute to the U. S. Flag and invocation.
Approval of Minutes and Bills:

Joint Public Hearing – Townhouse Ordinance:
Mayor Proctor stated that the first item of business is to consider adoption of a Townhouse Ordinance.  He explained that the Planning Commission and Council have reviewed the proposed document over the course of the past several months, and both have recommended approval.  He stated that the public hearing has been properly advertised and the document has been available for public review.
Mayor Proctor opened the Joint Public Hearing of the Council and Planning Commission and invited comments in support of or against the proposed ordinance.  
Having confirmed there was no one in attendance wishing to speak either in favor of or in opposition to the proposed request, Mayor Proctor closed the public hearing and asked for the formal recommendation of the Planning Commission.
The Planning Commission then convened and Chairman Tom Buskirk advised that it is the unanimous decision of the Commission to recommend approval of the proposed Townhouse Ordinance.
Having heard the Planning Commission’s recommendation, Mayor Proctor invited Council action.  Fred M. Olson III moved, seconded by Chad L. Comer, to adopt AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND AND REENACT THE TOWN’S LAND DEVELOPMENT REGULATIONS REGARDING TOWNHOUSES, AND AMENDING SECTION 708 OF THE LAND DEVELOPMENT REGULATIONS. ADDING NEW SECTIONS 302.1381 AND 302.1382, AND MAKING FURTHER CONFORMING AMENDMENTS TO SECTIONS 302.29, 701.01-2, AND 905.02-1, AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES. Councilman Leslie Fulk commended the Planning Commission on its diligence in developing these policies/changes for the betterment of the community.  He stated that he feels this may set a positive precedent for other communities.

Old Business:
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien reported on the following items of Old Business:

· Well Pump Testing:  The step test was completed on the big well behind the water plant on Monday afternoon, and the long term pump test began today.  There is a geologist on site and a lot of samples have been taken to test the quality of the water for all the Health Department mandated tests.
· Holly Hill Sidewalk:  This project is underway and going according to schedule at this point.
· Park Walking Trail:  Paving is scheduled to begin this week.
· BHP Red, White & Brew Festival:  This event, which was postponed from June 27th, will be held Saturday, July 11, 2015.

Parks & Recreation Committee:
Chairman Doug Harpine stated that some dirt/gravels are still being moved from the field areas.  He also mentioned that 13 new commercial grade umbrellas were ordered and have been received for the pool.

BHP Director CeCe Dodd advised that all events originally planned for June 27th, including the Broadway High School Family fun day & yard sale, Red, White & Brew Fest, and fireworks, will be held July 11, 2015.  She further advised that The Hackens Boys will be the band for Red, White, & Brew, due to a conflict with the originally scheduled band.  She noted upcoming events including Chickenstock, which will be held on August 22, 2015 and Kids Day at the Farmers Market on July 18, 2015.
