June 2, 2015

The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on June 2, 2015 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor Timothy S. Proctor and Council Members Chad L. Comer, Leslie E. Fulk, Richard E. Fulk, Douglas W. Harpine, Beverly L. London, and Fred M. Olson III.  The following staff members were present:  Town Manager Kyle O’Brien, Clerk/Treasurer Marla W. Kline, Town Attorney Donald Showalter, Asst. Town Attorney Matthew Light, Chief Randy Collins, and Sargent Larry Good. Mayor Timothy S. Proctor called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a salute to the U. S. Flag and invocation.
Approval of Minutes and Bills:

Consideration of Resolution – VRA:
Mayor Proctor stated that the first item of business is to consider adoption of a Virginia Resources Authority (VRA) resolution.  He welcomed David Rose and Griffin Moore of Davenport & Company and invited them to address the Council.  Mr. Rose updated the Council on the events that have occurred since the last Council meeting.  He stated that although it has been less than a month since they were here, they have worked closely with Assistant Town Attorney Matt Light, Mr. O’Brien, and his staff, as well as had met with VRA staff, and presented a plan for restructuring the Town’s debt.  He further stated that they are pleased thus far, but are cautiously optimistic in awaiting formal approval by the VRA Board, which will be meeting this Friday to consider the proposal.  He concluded that they will continue to work diligently to assure that the best interests of the Town are met.  Asst. Town Attorney Matt Light advised that authorization of the VRA resolution being presented only provides for the refinancing of current Town debt consisting of VRA bonds from 2007 and 2009.  He clarified that a second resolution, as well as a public hearing, would be necessary if and when new debt is incurred.
Douglas W. Harpine moved, seconded by Richard E. Fulk, to adopt an ORDINANCE AND RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF BROADWAY, VIRGINIA, AUTHORIZING AND APPROVING THE ISSUANCE AND SALE OF AGGREGATE TOWN OF BROADWAY, VIRGINIA GENERAL OBLIGATION AND SEWER REVENUE REFUNDING BONDS IN THE MAXIMUM PRINCIPAL AMOUNT OF $9,600,000, AND SETTING FORTH THE FORM, DETAILS AND PROVISIONS FOR THE PAYMENT THEREOF. Public Hearing – Water, Sewer, Trash Rates:
Mayor Proctor stated that as previously announced, the proposed budget for Fiscal Year 2015/2016 includes a 6.5% increase in water rates, a 5% increase in sewer rates, and a $1.00 per month increase in trash rates.  Mayor Proctor opened the public hearing and invited comments in support of or in opposition to the proposed rate increases.  Bonnie Caplinger questioned the impact the increases will have on the average utility bill, to which Mr. O’Brien explained that this equates to an additional $2.91 per billing (every two months) for water for a family using an average of 5,000 gallons per month and an increase of $1.71 per billing for sewer.  She commented that she understands the need for the increases and she feels these are manageable increases for the residents of the Town.  After confirming there was no one else in attendance wishing to speak either in favor of or in opposition to the proposed increases in utility and trash rates, Mayor Proctor closed the public hearing and invited Council action.  Richard E. Fulk moved, seconded by Chad L. Comer, to adopt AN ORDINANCE TO INCREASE TRASH, WATER, AND SEWER RATES, a copy of which is included in the minutes as Attachment B. Public Hearing - Cigarette Tax:
Mayor Proctor stated that the next order of business is a public hearing to consider an ordinance increasing the tax rate on cigarettes by ten cents per pack.  He reminded members that this ordinance was first introduced at the May 5, 2015 session of Council and this is the second reading of the ordinance to allow for this increase.  He opened the public hearing and invited comments in favor of or in opposition to the proposed tax increase.   Bonnie Caplinger questioned Councilman Doug Harpine’s feelings on this proposed increase.  Acknowledging that he was initially opposed to this tax, Mr. Harpine stated that he is supportive of this tax increase, recognizing that the Town is in need of additional revenue for future infrastructure projects and is somewhat limited as to revenue sources.  Having confirmed there was no was else in attendance wishing to speak in support of or in opposition to the proposed increase, Mayor Proctor closed the public hearing and invited Council action.  Richard E. Fulk moved, seconded by Douglas W. Harpine, to adopt An Ordinance to Increase the Rate of Tax on Cigarettes by Ten Cents Per Pack, and Amending Town Code § 57.03,a copy of which is included in the minutes as Attachment  C. Mayor Proctor stated that the next item of business is to consider adoption of an operating budget for fiscal year 2015/2016.  He stated that after proper public notification, a public hearing was held during a special Council Meeting on May 19, 2015.  Richard E. Fulk moved, seconded by Douglas W. Harpine, to adopt an operating budget for fiscal year 2015/2016 in the total amount of $5,280,000, to establish a real estate tax rate of $.07 per $100 valuation, and to appropriate funds and to authorize disbursement of same as per the categorical allocations listed in the budget for 2015/2016.
