June 25, 2015

The Broadway Town Council met in a special session on June 25, 2015 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor Timothy S. Proctor and Council Members Chad L. Comer, Richard E. Fulk, Douglas W. Harpine, and Beverly L. London.  Council members Leslie E. Fulk and Fred M. Olson III were absent.  Also present was Town Manager Kyle O’Brien.
Mayor Timothy S. Proctor called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.
Public Hearing – FY 2014/2015 Budget Amendment:
Mayor Proctor stated that the purpose of this meeting is consideration of a budget amendment for fiscal year 2014/2015.   Mr. O’Brien stated that as required by state law, a budget amendment that exceeds 1% of total expenditures or $500,000, whichever is lesser, shall require a public hearing.  He advised, however, that unlike adopting a full fiscal year budget, the amendment may be adopted at the same meeting the public hearing is held.  He stated that the purpose of this amendment is to account for grant funding for police vehicles, park donations, well drilling, wastewater engineering, and highway projects between two fiscal years.  Mayor Proctor opened the public hearing and invited comments in support of or in opposition to the proposed budget amendment.    Having confirmed there was no one in attendance wishing to speak either in favor of or in opposition to the proposed amendment, Mayor Proctor closed the public hearing and invited Council action.  Richard E. Fulk moved, seconded by Douglas W. Harpine, to adopt the amendment budget amounts for fiscal year 2014/2015 as follows:
