
BROADWAY TOWN COUNCIL


March 3, 2015

The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on March 3, 2015 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor Timothy S. Proctor and Council Members Chad L. Comer, Leslie E. Fulk, Richard E. Fulk, Douglas W. Harpine, Beverly L. London, and Fred M. Olson III.  The following staff members were present:  Town Manager Kyle O’Brien, Clerk/Treasurer Marla W. Kline, Town Attorney Donald Showalter, and Police Chief Randy Collins.  Also in attendance were Beth Bland, Keith Clark, Alex Click, Barry Click, Ryan Cornell, Abigail Miller, Timothy Schmoyer, Darlene Sites, John Sites, Maddie Stanley, and Kiersten Wine.
Mayor Timothy S. Proctor called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a salute to the U. S. Flag and invocation.
Mayor Proctor invited Beth Bland, Director of Senior Services for Harrisonburg-Rockingham County to address the Council.  Ms. Bland familiarized the Council with the many programs the Valley Program for Aging Services (VPAS) provide to support independence and healthy aging.  She advised that the organization offers a variety of programs at the Timberville Broadway Senior Center three days a week, including a hot meal.  Additionally, she advised that Meals on Wheels are delivered to individuals who are homebound and unable to prepare a balanced meal on their own five days a week.  She stated that VPAS also has Case Managers who help individuals by providing information and assistance. Ms. Bland concluded by stating that she wished to thank the Council for its continued financial support of the organization.
Mayor Proctor thanked Ms. Bland for her presentation and the services VPAS provides to the community.

Old Business:
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien reported on the following items of Old Business:

· Park Stage:  This project has been progressing, but currently is on hold due to the inclement weather.  Once the weather breaks, it will be completed rather quickly.

· Well Sites:  Weather dependent, March 9th is the starting date for well drilling.

Parks & Recreation Committee:
Chairman Doug Harpine reminded members that the Broadway Little League’s opening day festivities will be held on April 11th, along with dedication of the little league fields.  He stated that the committee authorized the Town Manager to proceed with a flag pole project with a bench and pavers that will recognize everyone who contributed to the project.  He concluded by stating that completion of the pool, stage, and paving of the walking trail projects prior to this date will depend on the weather.

Chairman Richard Fulk reminded the Council that the Finance Committee will need to meet to begin preliminary budget planning.
Personnel/Police Committee:
Chairman Leslie Fulk announced that the Town has received notification that it has been awarded a grant for the purchase of three police cruisers.  He stated that this a fully-funded grant, requiring no matching funds from the Town.
