May 5, 2015

The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on May 5, 2015 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor Timothy S. Mayor Timothy S. Proctor called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a salute to the U. S. Flag and invocation.

Old Business:
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien reported on the following items of Old Business:

· Park Stage:  Is finished and ready for the festival scheduled on Saturday, May 9th.
· Budget Public Hearing:  A public hearing will be held as part of a special called Council meeting on May 19, 2015 at 7:00 p.m. for the presentation of a budget for fiscal year 15/16.   
· Park Walking Trail:  The paving of walking trail at the Community Park is scheduled to commence within the next few weeks.
Committee Reports:

Parks & Recreation Committee:
Chairman Doug Harpine reported that finalizing touches, including lighting and planting of sod, shrubs, and flowers, are in the process at the flagpole and monument project at the park.  Additionally, preparation for the upcoming pool season is underway.
Finance Committee:
Chairman Richard Fulk thanked members of the Council for the time spent and input provided in developing a budget for FY 15/16.
Personnel/Police Committee:
No report.  A copy of an activities report for the police department for the month of April is included in the minutes as Attachment A.  
Streets & Properties Committee:
Chairman Chad Comer reported that staff is completing filling potholes as a result of the winter weather.  He stated that the committee is also obtaining pricing for the immediate resurfacing of a portion of Springbrook Road near the Main Street intersection. He stated that this will occur in advance of the entire street paving project, which will hopefully be scheduled in the near future.  Mr. O’Brien advised that he has also met with representatives of the Virginia Department of Transportation (VDOT) who are looking at re-paving Lee Street.
Council member Doug Harpine informed the Council that members of the Rotary Club had spent several hours Saturday morning mowing, trimming, and mulching around the Springbrook Road Welcome Sign.  Mayor Proctor expressed thanks to the club for their beautification efforts within the Town.

Utilities Committee:

New Business:
VRA Summer Pool:
Mr. O’Brien advised that in order to apply for funding through the VRA summer bond pool for the Town’s Wastewater Treatment Facility project, Council action would be needed.  He further advised that this does not commit the Town in any way and there are no obligations or guarantees.  Richard E. Fulk moved, seconded by Chad L. Comer, to authorize application to the Virginia Resource Authority (VRA) for the summer bond pool for the WWTF project.  The motion was approved with the following recorded roll call vote:

Engineering Firm for Water Plant PER:
Mr. O’Brien advised that the Utilities Committee has reviewed the submittals for the preliminary engineering phase of the Water Plant upgrade and is recommending contracting with Wiley/Wilson for this project.  Beverly L. London moved, seconded by Fred M. Olson III, to authorize the Utilities Committee to finalize negotiations and award a contract to Wiley/Wilson for this project. Increase in Cigarette Tax:
Mayor Proctor stated that as the Council is aware, an increase of ten cents per pack of cigarettes is being considered as a part of the fiscal year 15/16 budget.  Mayor Proctor then introduced An Ordinance to Increase the Rate of Tax on Cigarettes by Ten Cents Per Pack, and Amending Town Code § 57.03.  He read the title and stated that this is the first introduction of the proposed ordinance which requires two readings prior to adoption.    
Public Comment:
Dan Hess, a resident of Heritage Villas, stated that his neighborhood is in the process of reorganizing its homeowners association.  He reminded the Council that this organization had its funds embezzled by its president and has been defunct for some time.  He stated that as a result, residents were without snow removal this past winter, and other issues are not being addressed, as well.  He advised that once the Board is established, they will be in contact with the Council.  Mayor Proctor asked Mr. Hess to keep Mr. O’Brien updated on the progress of the group’s development and assured him the Town will do whatever is necessary to assure the safety of the residents.
Other Business:
Presentation:  Davenport & Company:
Mayor Proctor reminded members that the Council recently contracted with Davenport & Company, to provide Capital Improvement Plan Fund Strategies for the Town.  He then welcomed David Rose of Davenport & Company, who presented a “Capital Planning and Utility Rate Analysis” report that has been prepared for the Town.  Mr. Rose advised that his firm has provided financial services to many surrounding communities. He explained that his firm evaluated the existing debt the Town has in each fund and is providing a recommendation on how to restructure the debt thus allowing the Town to steadily increase rates rather than make a drastic increase at any one time.  Mr. Rose emphasized how critical it is to have a “reserve” fund and the importance of keeping the General Fund separate from the Utility Funds.  He concluded by stating that his firm will continue to work with the Town and VRA regarding the summer VRA financing, and will also continue to partner with the Town as it moves forward with implementing its financial plan.
Mayor Proctor thanked Mr. Rose for the informative presentation and Council indicated its support of the proposed recommendations of Davenport’s proposal to restructuring the Town’s existing debt while providing new financing through VRA’s summer pool for the upgrades to the wastewater treatment facility.
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
