November 3, 2015

The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on November 3, 2015 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor Timothy S. Proctor and Council Members Chad L. Comer, Leslie E. Fulk, Richard E. Fulk, Douglas W. Harpine, Beverly L. London, and Fred M. Olson III. Old Business:
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien reported on the following items of Old Business:

· Holly Hill Sidewalk:  This project is basically complete, aside from a punch list that has been given to the contractor, as well as the remaining sod on the south end of the project.
· Route 259 Paving:  Paving along Route 259 where the new water line was installed has been completed.
· Central Street Project:  The engineering and design is complete.  A set of draft construction documents, as well as a cost estimate, should be available within the next week. 
· Water Main Breaks:  Two water main breaks occurred this month.  One was on Rayann Lane and the other was on Sunset Drive.  It will probably be necessary to replace the one on Sunset within the next few years.

Parks & Recreation Committee:

No report.  Mr. O’Brien noted that a representative of the Town’s auditing firm is tentatively scheduled to be in attendance at the December Council meeting to present a report of its financial findings for the fiscal year ending 6/30/15.

BHP:
Council representative Fred Olson advised that the Board’s next meeting will be held on November 10, 2015.  BHP Director CeCe Dodd advised that the group’s next event will be a Holiday Farmers Market which will be held in conjunction with the John C. Myers School Holiday Market on November 21, 2015.  She reminded everyone that the Holiday Lighting will be held on December 2, 2015 at 7:00 p.m. in Heritage Park.
Planning Commission Report:
Council representative Fred Olson reported that the Commission will be meeting on November 12, 2015 at 4:00 p.m. on Linville Street to review the proposed development plans submitted by Randy Cosner.  He advised that Mr. Cosner will be present, along with residents of the area to review the plans and address any issues/concerns.

New Business:
Mr. O’Brien reminded everyone that a special Council meeting will be held at 6:00 p.m. on November 12, 2015 to conduct a public hearing to obtain feedback regarding the Town’s proposed issuance of $8,000,000 in bonds for the purpose of upgrading the wastewater treatment facility.  He further advised that the Council’s next work session will be held on November 19, 2015.

Gail Gutschmidt stated that the Holly Hill Street project is absolutely “awesome.”
Becky Halterman commented that the Halloweenfest event was a huge success and a lot of fun for those involved.  CeCe Dodd noted that Councilman Chad Comer should be commended for all of his efforts and hard work.
