October 13, 2015

The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on October 13, 2015 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor Timothy S. Mayor Timothy S. Proctor called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a salute to the U. S. Flag and invocation.

Proclamation, Lung Cancer Awareness Month:
Josette Miller addressed the Council and stated that she is requesting that the Council adopt a proclamation recognizing Lung Cancer Awareness Month.  She advised that she had recently lost her mother to Stage 4 lung cancer and she is now advocating making lung cancer a national public health priority. She stated that she and her family have approached a number of other local governments which have supported the proclamation and will be traveling to Richmond soon to address State legislators, as well.  Mayor Proctor read the proclamation and asked that a copy of the proclamation be incorporated into the minutes, a copy of which is included in the minutes as Attachment A.
Joint Public Hearing - Special Use Permit, 159 Morningside Drive:

Mayor Proctor stated that next item of business is a joint public hearing of the Council and Planning Commission to consider a Special Use Permit request submitted by Wayne Arbogast of 159 Morningside Drive for a 16’ x 24’ garage addition.  He reminded members that any accessory building larger than 250 square feet requires a special use permit.  He stated that all adjoining property owners have been delivered a letter notifying them of the public hearing; and in addition, it has been properly advertised for two consecutive weeks in the Daily News Record.  
Mayor Proctor opened the public hearing and invited comments in support of or in opposition to special use permit.  
Having confirmed there was no one in attendance wishing to speak either in favor of or in opposition to the proposed special use permit request, Mayor Proctor closed the public hearing and asked for the recommendation of the Planning Commission.
The Planning Commission then convened and discussed the proposed request.  Member Gene Nesselrodt stated that he was not in attendance at the September Commission meeting and asked what the building will be used for.  Additionally, he asked if it could be used as a business.  Mr. O’Brien responded that Mr. Arbogast indicated on his application that the addition will be used for lawn mower and tool storage.  He further explained that the purpose of the hearing is solely a land use issue i.e. to determine if the size of the building is an appropriate use of land in this zoning district and operation of a business would be a totally separate issue.  After confirming members had no further questions or comments, Chairman Tom Buskirk invited Commission action.  Kathy Boase moved, seconded by Steve Shifflett, to recommend approval of the proposed special use permit for Wayne Arbogast at 159 Morningside Drive. Old Business:
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien reported on the following items of Old Business:

· Holly Hill Sidewalk:  This project is wrapping up despite the recent rain storms.  Street paving, which will finalize the project, is scheduled for the upcoming weekend. 
· Route 259 paving:  Paving along Route 259 where the new water line was installed is in progress and will be completely very quickly.
· WWTF Upgrade Contract: Orders Construction was the lowest bidder on this project.  The Town and its engineers have had a number of discussions in an effort to determine areas of savings and feel the adjusted contract is ready for approval.  Town staff has already completed several items that will save the Town substantially.
Beverly L. London moved, seconded by Richard E. Fulk, to accept the low bid and enter into a contract with Orders Construction Company subject to the original bid being amended to reflect the items negotiated.  The motion was approved with the following recorded roll call vote:

· Holiday Lighting:  As discussed after the large attendance and success of last year’s event, Council is in concurrence to move this event to the Heritage Park this year, in order to utilize the stage, as well as the additional space the park will provide.  The stage and various areas of the park will be decorated, as well as the Town Office.  The lighting will be held on Wednesday, December 2, 2015.  Council members also suggested adding some gravels and lighting to the field on Turner Avenue across from the park so that it can be utilized for additional parking.

Chairman Leslie Fulk stated that his committee has not met, but advised that all three new police vehicles, obtained thru grant funding back in the spring, have arrived and will be equipped and put in service very soon. BHP:
Council representative Fred Olson reported that the Board’s next meeting will be held on November 10, 2015.  BHP Director CeCe Dodd advised that as result of bad weather, the Octoberfest event had to be cancelled.  She stated that Halloweenfest will be held on Thursday, October 29, 2015 from 4:00 p.m.– 7:00 p.m.  She mentioned that BHP has been selected as a recipient in the SPCA’s Funfest series in 2016.  She concluded by stating that the next board meeting will be held November 10, 2015.  
Planning Commission Report:
Council representative Fred Olson reported that the Commission reviewed a revised development plan submitted by Randy Cosner for property located on Linville Street.  He stated the Commission will be visiting the site and speaking with neighboring residents and the developer in the near future prior to Council consideration of this request.  He further stated that the Commission learned that Mr. Cosner has been addressing several unfinished issues of other subdivisions within the Town including drainage and paving in Windermere.
New Business:
Establishment of Personal Property Tax Relief Rate:

Mr. O’Brien reminded members that each year the Town is required to set a percentage of personal property tax relief.  He reminded everyone that several years ago, the General Assembly capped the amount that the State would give back to localities, so the amount of relief continues to go down in order to make up the shortfall.  Historically, the Town has mirrored Rockingham County’s relief percentage rate, which has been approved as 49% this year.  Richard E. Fulk moved, seconded by Douglas W. Harpine, to establish the Town’s tax relief percentage at 49%.  The motion was approved with the following recorded roll call vote:
