New Business:
Special Use Permit Application – 159 Morningside Drive:
Chairman Buskirk advised that the Town has received an application for a Special Use Permit from Dwight W. Arbogast for a 16’ x 24’ addition to an existing garage at 159 Morningside Drive.  Town Manager Kyle O’Brien reminded members that a special use permit is required for any accessory structure located in a residential district that exceeds 250 square feet.  Members had no issues with this request and agreed to recommend that a hearing be scheduled to consider Mr. Arbogast’s request.  Steve Shifflett moved, seconded by Fred Olson, to recommend that the Council schedule a Joint Public Hearing of the Council and Planning Commission as a part of the next Council meeting, which will be held on October 13, 2015 at 7:00 p.m., to consider this request. Old Business:
Consideration – Linville Avenue Subdivision:
Mr. Buskirk stated that the next order of business is consideration of a request from Randy Cosner for a proposed subdivision on Linville Avenue.  He advised that the proposal consists of 29 lots, of which 11 are single family, 6 are duplex, and 12 are townhouse units.  Mr. O’Brien stated that the western portion of this property is zoned R-1, and the eastern portion is zoned R-3; and the development, as proposed, is consistent with the existing zoning, thus only requiring subdivision approval.  He reminded members that another proposed use for this property came before the Commission on January 13, 2014 in the form of a rezoning of the R-1 property for a total of 50 townhouses, but the request was later withdrawn after additional discussion.  He explained that the Town has already had its engineer review for comments on utilities, streets, and storm water, and those comments have been forwarded to the developer, who has indicated that those recommendations will be implemented into the development.   The Commission concurred with staff recommendation that although this request was technically submitted prior to the Town adopting the new regulations regarding townhouses, they would like to see it meet those regulations, even though the plan is for only a small cluster of townhouses.   Mr. Buskirk reminded Mr. Cosner that when he had previously requested a rezoning of this property, there were a number of concerns expressed by adjoining/adjacent property owners, and asked if he has spoken with neighboring owners concerning this current request.  Mr. Cosner responded that he has talked to several of the owners and has attempted to take some of the concerns previously expressed into consideration when proposing this development.  He noted that this proposed development consists of 21 less units than he had originally submitted.   Mr. Buskirk also noted that the Commission previously had concerns regarding items needing completion in other developments Mr. Cosner has constructed and asked Mr. Cosner if he had taken action on those items.  Mr. Cosner responded that paving has been completed in Ridge View and he is working to address other concerns, as funds become available. After discussion, it was the consensus of those members present that they did not wish to take any action until the proposal can be presented to the full Commission and members can visit the site to obtain additional information.  Fred Olson moved, seconded by Steve Shifflett, to table the request until such time that the full Commission can make an on-site visit to review the  plan and envision how the property will look once it is developed, and to also recommend additional changes.  The motion was approved with the following recorded vote:
