
BROADWAY TOWN COUNCIL


September 1, 2015

The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on September 1, 2015 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor Timothy S. Mayor Timothy S. Proctor called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a salute to the U. S. Flag and invocation.
Approval of Minutes and Bills:

Resolution, IDA Revenue Bonds VMRC:
Mayor Proctor stated that the Industrial Development Authority of the Town of Broadway (IDA) met prior to the Council meeting and held a public hearing to consider approval of proposed bond financing for Virginia Mennonite Retirement Community, Inc. (VMRC).  He further stated that the IDA approved a resolution authorizing the issuance of up to $40,000,000 Residential Care Facility Revenue and Refunding Bonds.  Attorney Matt Light reminded everyone that the Town’s IDA is a separate entity from the Town and serves as a conduit for financing; and this approval does not constitute any debt or liability on behalf of the Town or the IDA. Mr. Light also familiarized the Council with the VMRC capital improvements project, which is not expected to exceed $10,000,000 and includes the addition of five, 11-person Green House® homes.  Richard E. Fulk moved, seconded by Beverly L. London, to adopt a RESOLUTION OF THE OF THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF BROADWAY, VIRGINIA ON THE ISSUANCE OF UP TO $40,000,000 OF REVENUE BONDS BY THE INDUSTRIAL DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY OF THE TOWN OF BROADWAY, VIRGINIA FOR THE BENEFIT OF VIRGINIA MENNONITE RETIREMENT COMMUNITY, INC. Presentation, Broadway Community Little League:

Mayor Proctor welcomed representatives of the Broadway Community Little League Board and invited them to address the Council.  Chad Hensley thanked the Council for its support of the little league and reaffirmed that the success of the league is solely attributable to a community effort.  He stated that he wished to publicly thank Public Works Director Chad Dellinger for the countless number of hours he spent overseeing the park improvement project.  He then turned the presentation over to Jill Hostetter, President of the Little League, who gave a power point presentation highlighting the league’s season.  She familiarized everyone with the pledges of the players and parents/volunteers.  She noted that this year, the league consisted of 40 teams from T-ball thru Junior League, with 466 players and over 200 volunteers.  She stated that the new fields were a tremendous asset to the league’s success and the group was especially proud of the opening day ceremony that was held in conjunction with the dedication of the fields.  She also stated that the league produced two championship teams with one of them advancing all the way to the State Finals.  She advised that with the new fields, the league was able to successfully host the 9/10 year old tournament and the fields have been utilized for a number of travel tournaments, as well.  She provided information concerning the committees, as well as how the league’s revenues are generated.   She advised that the league’s largest expenses are those related to uniforms, equipment, and all-stars; however, there are many projects underway that will result in the addition of a number of assets.  She expressed the league’s gratitude to the Council for their continued support of the little league and the park. She concluded her presentation by giving each member a notebook featuring a cover photo of an aerial view of the opening day ceremony. 
Public Hearing, Ordinance and Resolution, $6,565,000 G. O. Bond:

Mayor Proctor stated that next item of business is a public hearing to consider an ordinance and resolution authorizing the issuance of a $6,565,000 general obligation bond for the purpose of upgrading the nutrient removal process at the Town’s wastewater treatment facility.
Mayor Proctor opened the public hearing and invited comments in support of or in opposition to the issuance of the bond.  
Gene Nesselrodt questioned the need for an upgrade to the relatively new facility.  Town Manager Kyle O’Brien explained that the baffle system has failed and the concrete tanks that will be constructed as part of this upgrade will permanently fix this problem.  Councilman Harpine commented that although he was not on Council during the time the Town purchased the facility, he commended the members that were, and concluded by stating that it was a prudent business decision. Assistant Town Attorney Light clarified that this bond pledges the full faith and credit of the Town as well as the Town’s sewer revenue.  
Having confirmed there was no one else in attendance wishing to speak either in favor of or in opposition to the proposed bond for sewer fund financing, Mayor Proctor closed the public hearing and invited Council action.  Richard E. Fulk moved, seconded by Douglas W. Harpine, to adopt an ORDINANCE AND RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE, SALE AND AWARD OF AN UP TO $6,565,000 TOWN OF BROADWAY, VIRGINIA, TAXABLE GENERAL OBLIGATION BOND (SEWER PROJECT), SERIES 2015B, TO BE SOLD TO VIRGINIA RESOURCES AUTHORITY, AS ADMINISTRATOR OF THE VIRGINIA WATER FACILITIES REVOLVING FUND, AND PROVIDING THE FORM AND DETAILS THEREOF. Old Business:
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien reported on the following items of Old Business:

· Holly Hill Sidewalk:  There have been no issues with vehicular or pedestrian traffic since school has started, and the project should be wrapping up within the next couple of weeks.  Residents in that area have been very cooperative and are pleased with the progress of the project.
· Mini-Excavator Purchase:  The purchase of a mini-excavator was discussed during budget deliberations and is included in the current fiscal year budget.  Three manufacturers were considered and after pricing each as well as trying them out, it is recommended to purchase the CAT Model 305E2 ACL Excavator.  This will be financed at 0% for 24 months, with a balloon payment at the end of the 24 months.  The Council concurred with this recommendation.
· Surplus Items:  The Streets Committee discussed and is recommending that a salt spreader and snowplow that the Town no longer uses, be sold.  
Chad L. Comer moved, seconded by Fred M. Olson, to declare the 2009 9 ft. Henderson salt spreader, as well as a 2007 8 Ft. Meyers snowplow, as surplus and to offer both items for sale.  The motion was approved with the following recorded roll call vote:

· Well:  Water plant staff is continuing to pump the well in order to maximize the amount of flow.  In addition, the Wiley/Wilson preliminary engineering study for the water plant upgrade is underway. 
Committee Reports:

Parks & Recreation Committee:
Chairman Doug Harpine reported that  he, the Mayor, and Town Manager had met with pool staff to address concerns expressed at the August Council meeting relating to the Town’s pool operations and any problems have been corrected.  He noted that revenues from pool admissions, as well as concessions, are up compared to previous years.  He thanked the Little League for their efforts during the park upgrades and concluded his report by stating that he is still working to try to obtain free lighting for the ballfields at the park.

Mr. O’Brien stated that despite minor issues, the level of communication between the little league and the Town has improved tremendously and he is very pleased with the progress that has been made. 
Finance Committee:
No report.
Personnel/Police Committee:
Chairman Leslie Fulk stated that his committee has not met, but noted that all three new police vehicles, obtained thru grant funding back in the spring, should be arriving this month equipped and ready to put in service.  A copy of an activities report for the police department for the month of August is included in the minutes as Attachment C.
Streets & Properties Committee:
Chairman Chad Comer stated that the proposed Central Street project will be put out to bid in early 2016, with plans for construction to begin in the spring.  He reported that the streets will be swept this fall and Town staff will continue with weed removal on the sidewalks.
Utilities Committee:

Chairman Bev London noted that her committee is very pleased with the development of the well thus far and is eager to proceed with the wastewater treatment facility improvements.  A copy of the water production report for the month of August is included in the minutes as Attachment D.
BHP:
Council representative Fred Olson reported that the Chickenstock festival was held on August 22, 2015.  BHP Director CeCe Dodd advised that although the event was not as well attended as they would have liked due to several other area events that were held the same day, it was still a success.  She stated that the group’s next event will be Autumn Days on September 12, 2015, followed by the final festival of the season, Octoberfest, which will be held on September 26, 2015.  She concluded by stating that the Board’s next meeting will be held on September 8, 2015. 
Planning Commission Report:
No report.
New Business:
It was noted that as a result of the upcoming Virginia Municipal League meeting, which will conflict with the Council’s regularly scheduled October meeting, the October Council meeting will be held on October 13, 2015 instead of the regular meeting date.
