January 5, 2016

The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on January 5, 2016 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor Timothy S. Proctor and Council Members Chad L. Comer, Leslie E. Fulk, Richard E. Fulk, Douglas W. Harpine, Beverly L. London, and Fred M. Olson III.  The following staff members were present:   Clerk/Treasurer Marla W. Kline, Town Attorney Donald Showalter, Chief Randy Collins, and Sargent Larry Good. Mayor Timothy S. Proctor called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a salute to the U. S. Flag and invocation.
Swearing In of Newly Elected Officials:
Mayor Proctor stated that Rockingham County Clerk of Court Chaz Evans-Haywood is in attendance to administer the oaths of office to the newly re-elected Council members and Mayor.  Mr. Evans-Haywood then administered oaths of office to Richard E. Fulk, Douglas W. Harpine, and Fred M. Olson III who were re-elected as Council Members, and to Timothy S. Proctor who was re-elected as Mayor.

Presentation:  CeCe Dodd, Broadway Farmers Market:
Mayor Proctor introduced CeCe Dodd, Market Manager of the Broadway Farmers Market, who was in attendance to present the annual report for the Farmers Market.  Ms. Dodd provided a slide presentation highlighting the 2015 Market Season.  She stated that the focus of this year’s market was on “Marketing the Market”…through social media, print advertising, and event promotion.  She stated that a number of highly promoted theme events were held this year including, Kid’s Day, Dog Days, Trick-or-Treat at the Market, a collaborative Holiday Market with the John C. Myers PTA, as well as vendor participation in the Autumn Days Craft Show.  She further stated that signage, social campaigns and special events helped increase awareness of the market and bring in new customers.  She advised that on special event days, the market saw more than 300 customers, and on regular market days in the height of the season, there were between 150 and 250 customers.  She further advised that there were a number of new vendors this year, some part-time and some seasonal, and the season was extended.    She stated that a major accomplishment this year was the ability to accept SNAP (food stamps).  She further stated that through membership in the Shenandoah Regional Market Managers group, as well as the Virginia Farmers Market Association, additional resources will be available and can be utilized for marketing, recruiting new vendors, and possibly obtaining funding grants to better improve the market. She stated that some specific goals for the 2016 season include improved semi-permanent signage instead of banners, installation of park benches, and installation of a “Little Free Library.”  She concluded by stating that the 2016 season will run from Mother’s Day weekend through the November 5th Shop Hometown weekend with seven special event weekends planned.
Mayor Proctor thanked Ms. Dodd for the informative presentation and Council members commended her for the time and efforts she has put forth this season.
